The Administrative Decisions (Review) 

(Amendment) (Guernsey) Law, 1992 

 

 THE STATES, in pursuance of their Resolution of 29th January 1992a, 

have approved the following provisions which, subject to the Sanction of Her 

Most Excellent Majesty in Council, shall have force of law in the Islands of 

Guernsey, Herm and Jethou. 

 

Amendments to Law of 1986. 

 1. In the Administrative Decisions (Review) (Guernsey) Law, 

1986b, - 

 

(a) immediately after section 2 ("Action by States 

Supervisor or Her Majesty's Greffier") there is 

inserted: 

 

"PROVIDED THAT: 

 

(i) if, due to the unavailability or indisposition 

of the Chairman, reference to him would in 

the opinion of the States Supervisor, or of 

Her Majesty's Greffier as the case may be, 

involve undue delay, the reference shall be 

made to the Deputy Chairman, who shall 

act in accordance with this section; and 

 
a  on Article 10 of Billet d'État No. I of 1992.

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(ii) if, due to the unavailability or indisposition 

of both the Chairman and the Deputy 

Chairman reference to either of them would 

in the opinion of the States Supervisor, or 

of Her Majesty's Greffier as the case may 

be, involve undue delay, the reference shall 

be made to the senior available Acting 

President of the States, who shall act in 

accordance with this section."; 

 

(b) for section 5 ("Appointment of Board") there is 

substituted: 

 

" 5. (1) A Board shall be composed 

of three persons selected from the Panel of 

Members - 

 

(a) by the Chairman, 

who shall first consult 

the Deputy Chairman 

unless the latter is 

unavailable or 

indisposed; or 

 

(b) if the Chairman is 

unavailable, 

indisposed, or in any 

way concerned with 
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the complaint, by the 

Deputy Chairman; or 

 

(c) if the Chairman and 

the Deputy Chairman 

are both unavailable, 

indisposed, or in any 

way concerned with 

the complaint, by the 

senior available 

Acting President of 

the States of 

Deliberation. 

 

 (2) In making that selection regard shall be had to the subject 

matter of the complaint so as to ensure that no member of the Board is a 

member of a Committee which is in any way concerned with the complaint.".

 2. This Law may be cited as the Administrative Decisions (Review) 

(Amendment) (Guernsey) Law, 1992. 

 

Collective title. 

 3. This Law and the Administrative Decisions (Review) (Guernsey) 

Law, 1986 may be cited together as the Administrative Decisions (Review) 

(Guernsey) Laws, 1986 and 1992. 
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
