Projet de Lot.”

HER MAJESTY, having taken the said Report
into consideration, is pleased, by and with the advice
of Her Privy Council, to approve of and ratify the
said Projet de Loi, and to order, as it is hereby
ordered, that the same shall have the force of law
within the Island of Aldemney.

AND HER MAJESTY doth hereby further direct
that this Order and the said Projet de Loi (a copy
whereof is hereunto annexed) be entered upon the
Register of the Istand of Guernsey and observed
accordingly.

AND the Lieutenant-Governor and Commander-
in-Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and
Jurats, and all other Her Majesty’s Officers for the
time being of the said Island of Guernsey, and also
the Jurats of the said Island of Alderney, and all
other persons whom it may concern, are to take
notice and govern themselves accordingly.

PROJET DE LOI

ENTITLED

The Alderney Water Supply (Amendment)
Law, 1968

THE STATES, in pursuance of their Resolution
of the sixth day of September, nineteen hundred
and sixty-six, have approved the following provisions
which, subject to the Sanction of Her Most Excellent
Majesty in Council, shall have the force of law in
‘the Island of Alderney.

1. Seotion fourteen of the Alderney Water Supply
Law, 1954 (hereinafter referred to as “ the principal
Law ”) is hereby amended as follows, that is to
say :—

(@) in paragraph (a) of subsection (1) thereof,
the symbol and figures “ £25” are hereby
repealed and the symbol, figures and letter
“ £37 10s.” are hereby substituted therefor;

(b) in paragraph (b) of subsection (1) thereof,
the figures and letters “ 13s. 4d.” are hereby
repealed and the symbol and figure “ £17
are hereby substituted therefor;

(c) in sub-paragraph (i) of paragraph (a) of
subsection (2) thereof, the figures and letters
“4s, 8d.” are hereby repealed and the figure
and letter “7s.” are hereby substituted
therefor;

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(d) in.sub-paragraph (i) of paragraph (b) of
subsection (2) thereof, the figures and letter
“10s.” are hereby repealed and the figures
and letter “15s.” are hereby substituted
therefor.

Ciiﬂf«ﬁgn and 2. This Law may be cited as the Alderney Water
Ei(fd;c e Supply (Amendment) Law, 1968, and this Law and
the principal Law may be cited together as the

Alderney Water Supply Laws, 1954 and 1968:
