Island, of which Order in Council the tenor fol-

WHEREAS there was this day read at the Board a
Report from the Right Honourable the Lords of the
Comumnittee of Council for the Affairs of Guernsey and
Jersey, dated the 1gth day of January, 19g1, in the
words following, viz.: —

“Your Majesty having been pleased, by Your
General Order of Reference of the 18th day of
December, 1936, to refer unto this Committee a
humble Petition of Sidney Peck -Herivel, Esquire,
President of the States of the Island of Alderney, _
setting forth:—

‘That at a meeting of the States of Alderney
holden before Your Petitioner .on the twenty-
second day of November, 1950, the States con- -
sidered and adopted a Projet de Loi entitled
“The Alderney Weights and Measures' Law,
1951 7 and Your Petitioner was authorised to
present in the name of the States a most humble
Petition to Your Gracious Majesty in Council
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praying Your Majesty to be graciously pleased
to grant Your Royal Sanction thereto: And
most humbly praying that Your Majesty might
be graciously pleased to grant Your Royal Sanc-
tion to the said Projet de Loi (a copy whereof is
hereunto annexed) and order the same to have
the force of law within Your Majesty’s Island of -
Alderney.’

Projet de Loi referred to in the foregoing
Order in Council.

PROJET DE LOI

ENTITLED

The HAlderney Weights and Measures
Law, 1951

‘THE STATES, in pursuance of their Resolution
dated the 26th day of April, 1950, have approved the
+ following provisions, which, sub]ect to the Sanction
of His Most Excellent Majesty in Council shall have
the force of law in the Island of Alderney.

1. The Law entitled “ Loi Relative aux Poids
- et Mesures ” which was registered on the Records
of the Island of Guernsey on the first day of
February, 1916, shall have effect in the Island of
Alderney, either in its present form or as modi-
fied from time to time, subject to the adaptations
and modifications set out in the next succeeding
sections hereof.

2. In the application of the said Law to the
Island of Alderney unless the context otherwise
requires—
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(a) a reference to the power to make Ordinances
shall, save in Articles 8 and g, be deemed to be
a reference to the like power of the States of
Alderney ;

" (b) the references to,“la Cour’ in Article 16 and
to the ‘Police Correctionelle’, in Article 14
shall be deemed to be a reference to the Court
of Alderney ; '

() a reference to ‘ cette Ile’ shall be deemed to _
be a reference to the Island of Alderney ;

(d) a reference to ‘les Etats* shall, save in Article
6, be deemed to be a reference to the States of
Alderney. :

3. In Article 2 of the said Law, for the words
“de trois ” there shall be substituted the word
[ d,un.”

4. Articles 7 and 18 of the said Law shall not
apply to the Island of Alderney.

5. In Article 8 of the said Law, for-the words
‘Ordonnance de la Cour Royale’ shall be
substituted the words *Résolution des Etats
d’Auregny.”

6. In Article 9 of the said Law, for the words
‘Le taux' des honoraires pour vérification sera
fixé par Ordonnance de la Cour Royale ’ shall be
substituted the words “Le taux des honoraires
pour vérification sera celu fixé de temps & autre
pour Ile de Guernesey.’

“ Tre Lorps or THE CoMMITTEE, In obedience to
Your Majesty’s said Order of Reference, have taken
the said Petition, and the Projet de Loi annexed
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thereto, into consideration, and do this day agree
humbly to report, as their opinion, to Your Majesty
that it may be advisable for Your Majesty to
comply with the prayer of the said Petition and to
approve of and ratify the said Projet de Loi.”

HIS MAJESTY, having taken the said Report into
consideration, is' pleased, by and with the advice of
His Privy Council, to approve of and ratify the said
Projet de Loi, and to order, as it is hereby ordered,
that the same shall have the force of law within the
Isiand of Alderney.

- AND His Majesty doth hereby further direct that
this Order and the said Projet de Loi (a copy whereof
is hereunto annexed) be entered upon the Register of
the Island of Guernsey and observed accordingly.

AND the Lieutenant-Governor and Commander-in-
Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and Jurats,
and all other His Majesty’s Gfficers for the time being,
of the said Island of Guernsey, and also the Jurats of
the said Island of Alderney, and all other persons
whom it may concern, are to take notice and govern
themselves accordingly.
