Guernsey entitled ‘The Bankers’ Books Evi-
dence (Amendment) (Guernsey) Law, 1984 " and
to order that the same shall have force of law
in the Islands of Guernsey, Alderney, Herm
and Jethou.

“Thae Lorps or tar Comarrtee, in obedience
to Your Majesty’s said Order of Reference, have
taken the said Petition and the said Projet de Loi
into consideration and do this day agree humbly
to report, as their opinion, to Your Majesty, that
it may be advisable for Your Majesty to comply
with the prayer of the said Petition and to approve
of and ratify the said Projet de Loi.”

AND HER MAJESTY doth hereby further direct
that this Order, and the said Projet de Loi (a copy
whereof is hereunto annexed), be entered upon the
Register of the Island of Guernsey and observed
accordingly.

AND the Lieutenant Governor and Commander-
in-Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and
Jurats, and all other Her Majesty’s Officers for the
time being in the said Island, and all other persons
whom it may concern, are to take notice and govern
themselves accordingly.

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PROJET DE LOI

ENTITLED

The Bankers’ Books Evidence (Emend-
ment) (Guernsey) Law, 1984

THE STATES, in pursuance of their Resolution
of the twenty-eighth day of July, nineteen hundred
and eighty-three, have approved the following provi-
sions which, subject to the Sanction of Her Most
Excellent Majesty in Council, shall have force of
law in the Islands of Guernsey, Alderney, Herm
and Jethou.

1. In subsection (1) of section one of the Bankers’
Books Evidence (Guernsey) Law, 1954 (bereinafter
referred to as “the principal Law ”)(a) the definition
of the expression “banker’s books” is hereby re-
pealed and the following definition is hereby sub-
stituted therefor : —

‘“banker’s books” includes ledgers, day books,
cash books, account books and other records
used in the ordinary business of the bank,
whether those records are in written form or
are kept on microfilm, magnetic tape or any
other form of mechanical or electronic data
retrieval mechanism;’.

2. (1) This Law may be cited as the Bankers’
Books Evidence (Amendment) (Guernsey) Law,
1984.
