PROJET DE LOI

The Births, Deaths and Marriages
Certificates (Miscellaneous Provisions)
(Guernsey) Law, 1951,

THE STATES, in pursuance of their Resolution of
the sth day of October, 1949, have approved the follow-
ing provisions, which, subject to the Sanction of His
Most Excellent Majesty in Council, shall have force
of law in the Bailiwick of Guernsey.

1. (1) Notwithstanding any of the provisions of the
Loi relative & I'Enregistrement des Naissances et
Déces dans le Bailliage de I'Tle de Guernesey, registered
on the Records of this Island on the gth day of March,
'1935, (hereinafter referred to as “the 1935 Law ) or of
the Loi relative 4 I'Enregistrement des Naissances et
Déces dans I'lle d’Auregny, registered on the Records
of this Island on the 31st day of October, 1925, the
Registrar-General for the purposes of the 1935 Law and
the Registrars of the Islands of Alderney and -Sark
may issue as a Birth Certificate a certificate in the form
set out in the Schedule hereto, or in any other form
which the States may from time to time by Ordinance
direct to be substituted therefor, in lieu of the certifi-
cate in the form set out in Schedule A tothe 1935 Law,
unless the person requiring the issue of the certificate
shall request that it be issued in the last-mentioned
form. '
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(2) The fee, inclusive of stamp duty, payable in
respect of the issue of a certificate in the form set out
in the Schedule hereto shall be sixpence.

(3) The fee, inclusive of stamp duty, payable in
respect of the issue of a certificate in the form set out
in Schedule A to the 1935 Law shall, notwithstanding
any of the prov1sxons of that Law, be two shillings and
sixpence,

2. Notw1thstandmg any of the provisions of the
1935 Law, the fee, inclusive of stamp duty, payable in
respect of the issue thereunder of a Death Certificate
shall be two shillings and 81xpence -

3. Notw1thstand1ng any of the provisions of the Lol
ayant rapport aux Manages célébrés dans les Tles de
Guernesey, d’Auregny et de Serk, reglstered on the
Records of this Island on the 6th day of May, 1919, or
