WHEREAS there was this day read at the Board
a Report from the Right Honourable the Lords of
the Committee of Council for the Affairs of Guern-
sey and Jersey dated the 26th day of September 1986
in the words following, viz.:—

“Your Majesty having been pleased, by Your
General Order of Reference of the 22nd day of
February 1952, to refer unto this Committee the
humble Petition of the States of the Island of
Guernsey, setting forth:—

‘1. That, in pursuance of their Resolution of
the 27th day of June 1985, the States of Delibera-
tion at a meeting held on the 30th day of April
1986, approved a Bill or “ Projet de Loi” entitled
“The Children and Young Persons, (Control of
Intoxicating Liquor) (Guernsey) Law, 19867,
and requested the Bailiff to present a ‘most

~humble Petition to Your Majesty in Council

praying for Your Royal Sanction thereto. 2.
That the said Bill or “Projet de Loi” is as set
forth in the Schedule hereunto annexed. And
most humbly praying that Your Majesty might
be graciously pleased to grant Your Royal Sanc-
tion to the Bill or “ Projet de Loi” of the States
of Guernsey entitled “ The Children and Young
Persons (Control of Intoxicating Liquor) (Guern-
sey) Law, 1986 ”, and to order that the same
shall have force of law in the Islands of Guern-
sey, Herm and Jethou.”
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“Tue Lorps or THE CoMMITTEE, in obedience
to Your Majesty’s said Order of Reference, have
taken the said Petition and the said Projet de Loi
into consideration and do this day agree humbly
to report, as their opinion, to Your Majesty, that
it may be advisable for Your Majesty to comply
with the prayer of the said Petition and to approve
of and ratify the said Projet de Loi.”

HER MAJESTY having taken the said Report
into consideration is pleased, by and with the advice
of Her Privy Council, to approve of and ratify the
said Projet de Loi, and to order, and it is hereby
ordered, that the same shall have the force of Law
within the Islands of Guernsey, Herm and Jethou.

AND HER MAJESTY doth hereby further direct
that this Order, and the said Projet de Loi (a copy
whereof is hereunto annexed), be entered upon the
Register of the Island of Guernsey and observed
accordingly.

AND the Lieutenant Governor and Commander-
in-Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and
Jurats, and all other Her Majesty’s Officers for the
time being in the said Island, and all other persons
whom it may concern, are to take notice and govern
themselves accordingly.

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PROJET DE 101

The Children and Young Persons (Control
of Intoxicating 'I‘.i{;&?) (Guernsey) Law,

THE STATES, im pursuance -of their Resolution
of the 27th 'day of June, 1985, have approved the
fellowing provisions which, subject 4o the Sanction
of Her Most Excellent Majesty in Council, shall
have force of law in the Islands of Guernsey, Herm
and Jethou.

1. A minor who consames or attempts 10 consume,
or Jis foumd “im tpossession of, any intoxicating liquar
in a public place shall be guilty of an offence :and
liable, upon summary conviction, to a fine not ex-
ceeding £200.

2. A person who supplies or attempts to supply
any intoxicating liquor to a minor in a public place
shall be guilty of an offence and liable, upon sum-
mary conviction, to a fine not exceeding £500 or to
imprisonment for a term not exceeding 3 manths,
or to both such fine and such imprisonment.

3. Nothing in this Law shall affect the consump-
tion or supply of any intoxicating liquor where such
consumption or supply occurs in connection with
any religiows serwice er .ceremony.

4. (1) In this Law, unless the context otherwise
requires—

“minor” means a person under the age of
eighteen years;

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“intoxicating liquor ” includes spirits, wines, beer,
porter, cider and perry and includes any
other liquor with an alcoholic content intended
for human consumption but excludes any
liquor where the alcoholic content is less than
two degrees of proof spirit;

“public place” includes any road, street or lane
and any other premises or place to which at
the material time the public have or are per-
mitted to have access, whether on payment
or otherwise.

(2) Any reference in this Law to any other enact-
ment shall be deemed to include a reference to that
enactment as amended, repealed and re-enacted, ex-
tended or applied by or under any other enactment
including this Law.

5. (1) This Law may be cited as the Children
and Young Persons (Control of Intoxicating quuor)
(Guernsey) Law, 1986.

(2) This Law shall come into force on the expira-
tion of the period of one month commencing on
the date on which it is registered on the records of
the Island of Guernsey.
