THE STATES, in pursuance of their Resolution of the 27" day of June,
1985, have approved the following provisions which, subject to the Sanction of Her
Most Excellent Majesty in Council, shall have force of law in the Islands of

Guernsey, Herm and Jethou.

Minor who consumes alcohol in a public place.

1. A minor who consumes or attempts to consume, or is found in
possession of, any intoxicating liquor in a public place shall be guilty of an offence
and liable, upon summary conviction, to a fine not exceeding [level 3 on the

uniform scale].

the Uniform Scale of Fines (Bailiwick of Guernsey) Law, 1989, section
2(2), with effect from 1st July, 1989.

Person supplying alcohol to a minor in a public place.

2. A person who supplies or attempts to supply any intoxicating liquor
to a minor in a public place shall be guilty of an offence and liable, upon summary
conviction, to a fine not exceeding [level 4 on the uniform scale] or to

imprisonment for a term not exceeding 3 months, or to both such fine and such
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imprisonment.

NOTE

2(2), with effect from 1st July, 1989.

Savings.
3. Nothing in this Law shall affect the consumption or supply of any

intoxicating liquor where such consumption or supply occurs in connection with any

religious service or ceremony.

Interpretation.

4. (1) In this Law, unless the context otherwise requires —

"minor" means a person under the age of eighteen years,

"intoxicating liquor" includes spirits, wines, beer, porter, cider and
perry and includes any other liquor with an alcoholic content intended for
human consumption but excludes any liquor where the alcoholic content is

less than two degrees of proof spirit,

"public place" includes any road, street or lane and any other
premises or place to which at the material time the public have or are

permitted to have access, whether on payment or otherwise.
(2) Any reference in this Law to any other enactment shall be

deemed to include a reference to that enactment as amended, repealed and re-

enacted, extended or applied by or under any other enactment including this Law.
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Citation and commencement.

5. (1) This Law may be cited as the Children and Young Persons
(Control of Intoxicating Liquor) (Guernsey) Law, 1986.

2) This Law shall come into force on the expiration of the period
of one month commencing on the date on which it is registered on the records of the

Island of Guernsey.
