WHEREAS there was this day read at the Board a Report from 

the Right Honourable the Lords of the Committee of Council for 
the affairs of Guernsey and Jersey dated the 12th day of November 
1991, in the words following, viz.:- 

"YOUR MAJESTY having been pleased, by Your General 
Order of Reference of the 22nd day of February 1952, to refer 
unto this Committee the humble petition of the States of the 
Island of Guernsey setting forth:- 

"1. That, in pursuance of their Resolution of the 6th day 
of March 1991, the States of Deliberation at a meeting held 
on the 27th day of June 1991, approved a Bill or "Projet de 
Loi" entitled "The Children and Young Persons (Mis- 
cellaneous Provisions) (Guernsey) Law, 199lV, and 
requested the Bailiff to present a most humble Petition to 
Your Majesty in Council praying for Your Royal Sanction 
thereto. 2. That the said Bill or "Projet de Loi" is as set forth 
in the Schedule hereunto annexed. And most humbly 
praying that Your Majesty might be graciously pleased to 
grant Your Royal Sanction to the Bill or "Projet de Lo?' of 
the States of Guernsey entitled "The Children and Young 
Persons (Miscellaneous Provisions) (Guernsey) Law, 19917', 
and to order that the same shall have force of Law in the 
Island of Guernsey ." 
"THE LORDS OF THE COMMITTEE, in obedience to Your 

Majesty's said Order of Reference, have taken the said Petition 
and the said Projet de Loi into consideration and do this day 
agree humbly to report, as their opinion, to Your Majesty, that 
it may be advisable for Your Majesty to comply with the prayer 
of the said petition and to approve of and ratify the said Projet 
de Loi." 



HER MAJESTY having taken the said Report into 
consideration is pleased, by and with the advice of Her Privy 
Council, to approve of and ratify the said Projet de Loi, and to 
order, and it is hereby ordered, that the same shall have the force 
of Law within the Island of Guernsey. 

AND HER MAJESTY doth hereby further direct that this 
Order, and the said Projet de Loi (a copy whereof is hereunto 
annexed), be entered upon the Register of the Island of Guernsey 
and observed accordingly. 

AND the Lieutenant Governor and Commander-in-Chief of 
the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and Jurats, and all other 
Her Majesty's Officers for the time being in the said Island, and all 
other persons whom it may concern, are to take notice and govern 
themselves accordingly.

1 . ( 1 )  S u b j e c t  t o  s u b s e c t i o n s  (2 )  and  ( 3 ) ,  i n  any 

p r o c e e d i n g s  u n d e r  t h e  C h i l d r e n  and Young P e r s o n s  

(Guernsey)  Law, 1967 ,  as amended(b) ,  n o t w i t h s t a n d i n g  a n y  

r e f e r e n c e  i n  t h a t  Law, however e x p r e s s e d ,  t o  a  c h i l d  o r  

young p e r s o n  b e i n g  b r o u g h t  b e f o r e  t h e  J u v e n i l e  C o u r t  

( " t h e  C o u r t " ) ,  a  c h i l d  o r  young p e r s o n  s h a l l  n o t  be  

r e q u i r e d  t o  be  p r e s e n t  i n  t h e  Cour t  u n l e s s  t h e  C o u r t  

o t h e r w i s e  d i r e c t s .  

( 2 )  A d i r e c t i o n  of  t h e  C o u r t  s h a l l  n o t  be  

r e q u i r e d  where a  c h i l d  o r  young p e r s o n  is c a l l e d  t o  g i v e  

e v i d e n c e  o r  make a n  unsworn s t a t e m e n t .  

( 3 )  T h i s  s e c t i o n  s h a l l  n o t  a p p l y  i n  t h e  c a s e  o f  

a c h i l d  o r  young p e r s o n  c h a r g e d  w i t h  an o f f e n c e .

Hearsay evidence in proceedings relating to care etc. 

2. In any proceedings in which the court is 

empowered to make any order relating to the care, 

protection or control of a child or young person, 

evidence given in connection with the upbringing, 

maintenance or welfare of a child or young person shall 

be admissible notwithstanding any rule of law relating 

to hearsay. 

Unsworn evidence of child. 

3. Where, in any civil proceedings, any. child 

of tender years called as a witness does not, in the 

opinion of the court, understand the nature of an oath, 

his evidence may be heard if the court considers - 
(a) he understands that it is his duty to 

speak the truth; and 

(b) he has sufficient understanding to 

justify his evidence being heard. 

Amendment to Law of 1967. 

4. In section 20(1) of the Children and Young 

Persons (Guernsey) Law, 1967, as amended, immediately 

after the words "before a court" there is inserted 

"under Part I1 of this Law or". 

Interpretation. 

5. In this Law, the expressions "child" and 

"young person" have the same meanings as in the Children 

and Young persons (Guernsey) Law, 1967, as amended. 



Citation. 

6. This Law may be cited as the Children and 

Young Persons (!discellaneous Provisions) (Guernsey) Law, 

1991.
