Whereas by section two of the Channel Islands
(Church Legislation) Measure, 1931(a), it is provided
that any Measure receiving the Royal Assent after

. press provision that it may be applied to the Channel
Islands, or either of them, in accordance with that
Measure, may, within two years after its passing, be
so applied in accordance with the procedure set out
in the Schedule to that Measure:

- And Whereas by section nineteen of the Clergy
Pensions Measure, 1954(b), it is provided that that
Measure may be applied to the Channel Islands, or
either of them, in accordance with the provisions of

1. The Scheme set out. in the Schedule to this
Order is hereby confirmed.

2. The Clergy Pensions Measure, 1954, shall apply
to-the Channel Islands in:accordance with the pro-
visions of the said Scheme.

3. This Order may be cited as the Clergy Pensions
(Channel Islands) Order, 1956, and shall come into
operation on the first day of May, 1956.

SCHEDULE

Scueme prepared by the Bishop of Winchester in pur-
suance of the Channel Islands (Church Legisla-
tion) Measure, 1931, for applying the Clergy
Pensions Measure, 1954, to the Channel Islands.

The Clergy Pensions Measure, 1954, shall apply to
the Channel Islands subject to the following variation,
that is to say:—

In paragraph (3) of Rule 1 in the First Schedule
of the said Measure the expression “the National
Insurance Act, 1946 ” shall be construed as including
any Law for a similar purpose which is or may here-
after become operative in the Channel Islands, or
either of them.

Any reference in this Scheme to the Channel
Islands or either of them shall have the same mean-
ing as has such a reference in the Channel Islands
(Church Legislation) Measure, 1931.
