HER MAJESTY having 'taken ftlhe said RepoDt into 
consideration is plea,s ed, by and with the advice of 
Her Privy Council, to a;ppwve ·of and mtify the said 
Pro}et de Loi, and to order, as it is hereby ordered, 
that the same shaR !have the force of Law within 
the Is:lands of Guernsey, Herm and Jethou. 

AND HER MAJESTY doth hereby further direot 
that uhis Order, ,and the said Projet de Loi (a copy 
whereof is hereunto annexed), be 'entJered upon the 
Register of the Island of Guernsey and obs'ervoo 
accordingly. 

AND the Lieutenant Gov·ernor and Commander­
in"Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and 
Jurats, and all other Her Ma}esty's Officers for the 
,time being in the aaid Is~and, and all other persons 
whom it may concern, 3.iT·e to Itak,e notice and govern 
themselves accordingly.

The Conveyancing (Guernsey) Law, 1969 
THE STATES, in pursuance 'Of theirr Resalutian 

'Of the thirtieth day of January, nineteen hundred 
and sixty-nine, have approved the falJowing pra­
visians wh~oh, subject ta the SanctJion 'Of Her Mast 
Excellent Majesty in Cauncil, shan have for·ce 'Of 
~aw in the Is1ands 'Of Guerns·ey, Herm and Jethau. 

1. (1) It is hereby deolaredthat a daculIDel1!t 'Of 
any of the desGiptians specified in Frenoh in the 
Schedule ta this Law (hereafter in this Law.referred 
w as "a scheduled document ") .shall nat be void 'Or 

liable in any way'ta be impea.ched salely by Irea:son 
that it is drawn up wholly 'Or in part in English. 

(2) Far the purpase 'Of £acUj,tating 'uhe us'e of the 
English language in a scheduled dacument and the 
canstructian of a scheduled dacumellit drawn up 
whally 'Or in par:t in English, Ithe Royal CoUrt may 
fwm time to ·time by order presodbe that any e:xJpres­
sian in the English lalllgua:ge specified lin nhe 'Order 
shaH he deemed to have the same meaning as such 
eXipressian innhe French language as shaill be speci­
fied lin ItJhe 'Order, being an expression .commallily 
used in a scheduled dacument befare the commence­
ment of this Law; and a saheduled dacument drawn 
up whally or in part in the EngE'sh language shall 
be construed accordingly. 

(3) The provlisial1!s of !this sectian shall have 
effect in relatian ta a Isohedu~ed dacument whether 
regj,stered before or after the commencement of this 
Law.
