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 THE STATES, in pursuance of their Resolution of the fifteenth day of 

December, nineteen hundred and seventy-seven, have approved the following 

provisions which, subject to the Sanction of Her Most Excellent Majesty in 

Council, shall have force of law in the Island of Guernsey. 

 

Mechanical Recording of Court Proceedings. 

 1. In any provision of any enactment, statutory instrument, Order of the 

Court of Appeal of Guernsey or Order of the Royal Court whether passed or made 

before, or after the date of the coming into force of this Law, any reference to a 

shorthand note or shorthand report of any proceedings of the Court shall be 

construed as including a reference to a record of the proceedings made by 

mechanical means or otherwise and, in relation to such a record any reference to the 

shorthand writer, the Court Shorthand Reporter or "le Sténographe de la Cour" 

shall be construed as a reference to the person responsible for transcribing the 

record. 

 

Interpretation. 

 2. (1) In this Law the expression "the Court" means – 

 

(a) the Court of Appeal of Guernsey constituted under and 

by virtue of the Court of Appeal (Guernsey) Law,

(b) the Royal Court sitting as a Full Court or as an 

Ordinary Court;

  (2) Any reference in this Law to any other enactment shall, 

except where the context otherwise requires, be construed as including a reference 

to that enactment as amended, repealed or replaced, extended or applied by or 

under any other enactment including this Law.
