THE STATES, in pursuance of their Resolution of the 9th day of

February, 1994, have approved the following provisions which, subject to the
Sanction of Her Most Excellent Majesty in Council, shall have force of law in

the Islands of Guernsey, Herm and Jethou.

Amendment of 1988 Law.

1. In section 35(1)(a) of the Domestic Proceedings and Magistrate's

Court (Guernsey) Law, 1988, as amendedb, in the definition of "the Royal
Court", for the words "Royal Court sitting as an Ordinary Court" substitute

"Matrimonial Causes Division of the Royal Court".

Transitional provisions.

2. Any appeal instituted under section 30 of the said Law of 1988
before the date of the commencement of this Law shall proceed and shall be

determined in all respects as if section 1 of this Law had not been enacted.
