"THE LORDS OF THE COMMITTEE) in obedience 
to Your Majesty's said Order of Reference, have 
taken the said Petition and the said Projet de Loi 
into consideration and do this day agree humbly 
to report, as their opinion, to Your Majesty, that 
it may be advisable for Your Majesty to comply 
with the prayer of the said Petition and to 
approve of and ratify the said Projet de Loi." 

HER MAJESTY having taken the said Report 
into consideration is pleased, by and with the 
advice of Her Privy Council, to approve of and 
ratify the said Projet de Loi, and to order, as it is 
hereby ordered, that the same shall have the force 
of Law within the Island of Guernsey. 

AND HER MAJESTY doth hereby further direct 
that this Order, and the said Projet de Loi (a copy 
whereof is hereunto annexed), be entered upon the 
Register of the Island of Guernsey and observed 
accordingly. 

AND the Lieutenant Governor and Commander­
in-Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and 
Jurats, and all other Her Majesty's Officers for the 
time being in the said Island, and all other persons 
whom it may concern, are to take notice and govern 
themselves accordingly.

The Education (Ilmendment) (Guernsey) 
Law, 1983 

THE STATES, in pursuance of their Resolution 
of the twenty-eighth day of July, nineteen hundred 
and eighty-two, have approved the following provi­
sions which, subject to the Sanction of Her Most 
Excellent Majesty in Cound, shall have force of 
law in the Island of Guernsey. 

1. The full stop at the end of subsection (1) of Amend­

section nine of the Educatioil (Guernsey) Law, 1970, r:;t o~o 
as amended(a), is hereby deleted and a colon 1970. 

is hereby substituted therefor and immediately 
thereafter there is hereby inserted the following 
additional proviso--

"Provided that the powers contained in this 
subsection shall be subject to the provision that 
any representative of a committee of manage­
ment of a school to which this section applies 
who may, from time to time, be elected under 
the provisions of an Ordinance made under 
section six of this Law to sit at meetings of the 
Council for the purpose of appointing a head 
teacher or a deputy head teacher to the school 
for which such committee is responsible shall, 
but only for the purpose of such appointment, 
be deemed to be a member of the Council and 
have a right of vote under subsection (8) of 
section two of this Law as if he were a member 
of the Council.".
