CONSTITUTION OF THE STATES 
EDUCA TION COUNCIL 

2. (1) There shall be a committee which shall be 
styled the States Education Council (hereafter 
in this Law referred to as ., the Council ") with 
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authority to exercise the po'sers and perf{)nrn the 
duties conferred and imposed upon it by or under 
this Law. 

(2) The Council shall consist of-

(a) a President elected by the States who shall 
he a member of the States: and 

(iJ) eight other members (hereafter in <this sec­
tion referred to as "ordinary members ") 
elected by the State", of whom not less than 
fi\'e shall be members of the States. 

(3) The President of the Council shall hold office 
idl' a period of three years computed from the 
:hirtieth day of April in the year of his election. 

(4) Subject to the provisions of the next SllC­

ceeding subsection, the ordinary members shall hold 
office for a period of four years. 

(5) Of the ordinary members tirst elected, two 
(If them shall retire on the thirtieth day of April 
in each year of the period of four years next suc­
ceeding the year of their election and the order of 
their retirement shall be determined hy the Council.

3. A statutory system of public education shall 
he organised in three progressive stages to be known 
as primary education, secondary education and 
furt her education; and it shall he the duty of the 
Council, so far as its powers extend, to contribute 
towards the spiritual, moral, mental, and physical 
(levelopment of the community by securing that 
efficient education throughout those stages shall he 
:\\'ailable -to meet the needs of the population.

ten years and six months and whom it is 
expedient to educate together with senior 
pupils: 

and the schools a\aiJabJe shall not be deemed to 

he sufficient unless they are sufficient in number. 
character 'and equipment to afford for all pupils 
opportunities for education offe,ring such variety of 
instmction and training as may be desirable in view 
of their different ages, abilities and apti,tudes and 
of the different periods for which they may be 
expected to remain at school, including practical 
ins,truction and training appropriate to their respec­
tiH~ needs. 

(2) In fulfilling its duties under this seotion, the 
Council shall, in pa'fticular, have regard-

(a) to the need for securing that primary and 
secondary education are provided in 
separate schools: 

(h) to the need for securing that provision is 
made for pupils who have not attaine·d the 
age of five years by the provision of nursery 
schools or; where the Council considers th~' 
provision of such schools to be inexpedient. 
by the provh;ion of nursery classes in other 
schools: 

(e) to the need for securing that provision i~ 

made for pupils who suffer from any dis­
abi1i~y of mind or body by providing, either 
111 special schools or otherwise. special 
educational treatment, that is to say, eduGl­
tion by special methods appropriate for per­
sons suffering from that disability: and 
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(d) to the expediency of seouring the provision 
of boarding accommodation, either in board­
ing schools or otherwise, for pupils for 
whom education as boarders is considered 
by ,their parents and by the Council -to he 
desirable: 

Provided that paragraph (a) of this subsection shall 
not haye effect wi,th respect to special schools. 

(3) The Council may make arrangements Irith 
respect to a primary school maintained by the 
States under which any junior pupils who have 
attained the age of ten years and six months and 
who are registered pupils <lit the school may be 
required to be withdrawn therefrom for the purpose 
of receiving secondary education. 

(4) Nothing in <this section contained shall hl' 
construed as requiring -the <lidmission of children 
as registered pupils at any school otherwise than at 
the beginning of a .school term, excep<t as regards 
admission at a school during the currency of a 
school term of a child who was prevented fr0111 
entering the school at the beginning of the term-

(a) by his being ill or by other circumstances 
beyond his parent's control; or 

(b) by his parent having been then resident at 
a place whence the school was not accessible 
with reasonable facility. 

(5) Notwithstanding anything contained in this 
Law, and, in particular. in the last foregoing section.

desires. 

(4) If, after considering the advice given with 
respect to any child by the Medical Officer of LIealth 
in consequence of a medical examination under this 
section, and any reports or information which the 
Council i!l able to obtain from teachers or other 
pel"S'ons with respect to the ability and aptitude of 
the child, the Council decides that the child is 
!luffering from such a disabiHty of mind as aforesaid. 
the. Council shall cause the decision to be recorded 
and give to the parent notice of their decision 
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30. (I) Where a decision has been recorded under

PART VI 

MISCELLANEOUS
