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PROJET DE LOI 
ENTITLED 

The Food and Drugs (Guernsey) Law, 1970 

THE STATES, in pursuance of their Resolution 
of the thirteenth day of December, nineteen hundred 
and sixty-seV'en, have approved Ithe following pro­
visions which, subject to ,the Sanction of Her Most 
Excellent IMajesty lin Council, shall have force of 
law in the Islands of Guernsey, Herm and Jethou. 

PART I 

GENERAL PROVISIONS AS TO FOOD AND 
DRUGS 

L (I) No person shall add any substance to food, 
use any substance as an ingredient in the prepara­
tion of £ood, abstract any constictuent from food, 
or subject food to any other process or Itreatment, 
so as, in any !such case, to render the food injurious 
to health, with intent thalt <the food shall be so1d 
for human consumption in that state. 

(2) No person shall add any substance to, or 
abstract any constituent from, a drug so as to affect 
injuriously ,the quality, constitution or potency of 
the drug, with intent that the drug shall be sold in 
thalt state. 

(3) Subject to the provisions of this section, no 
person shall-

(a) sell for human consumption, offer, expose or 
advertise for sale for human consumption, 
or have in his possesS!ion for the purpose of 
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such sale, any rood rendered injurious to 
health by means of any operation described 
in subsection (1) of this section, or 

(b) sell, offer, expose or advertise for sale, or 
have in his possession for the purpose of 
sale, any drug injuriously affected in its 
qualvty, constitution or potency by means 
of any operation described in subsection (2) 
of this section. 

(4) A' person who coJ:1ltravenes any of the fore­
going provisions of ItJhis section shall he guilty of 
an offence. 

(5) In determining £or the purposes of thi.s Law 
whether an article of food is injurious to health, 
regaro shall be had not only ,to the probable effect 
of that article on the health of a person consuming 
it, but also to the probable cumulative effect of 
arllicles of substantially the same composition on the 
health of a person consuming such articles in 
ordinary quan~ities. 

(6) In proceedings under this section for an 
offence consisting of the advertisement for sale of 
any food or drug, iJt shall be a defence for the 
person charged to prove that, being a person whose 
business it is to publish, or arrange fur the publica­
tion of, adv!ertisements, he received the advertisement 
for publication in the oI1dinary course of business. 

2. (1) If a person sells to the prejudice of ·the 
purchaser any food or drug which is not of the 
naiture, 'Or not of the substance, or not of the quaJrity, 
of the food or drug demanded by the purchaser, he 
shall, subject to the provisions of the next follow­
ing section, be guiLty of an offence. 

(2) In proceedings under this section it shall not 
be a def~nce to allege that the purchaser bought

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.for analysis or examination and therefore was not 
·prejudiced. 

(3) In this section, except so far as it relates 
to drugs, the reference to sale shall be construed as 
a reference to sale for human consumption. 

3. (1) In proceedings under section 'two of this Law 
for an offence consisning of the sale of food to which 
any substance has been added, or in the preparMion 
of which any substance has been used as an 
ingredient, or from which any constituent has been 
abstracted, or which has been subjected to any 
other prooes,s or treatment, other than food thereby 
rendered injtll1ious'\!o health, it shall be a defence 
for ,the person charged to prove that the operation 
in question was n0't carried out fraudulenitly, and 
that the aITticle was ,sold having attached thereto 
a notice of adequate size, distinctly and legibly 
printed and conspicuously visible, stating explicitly 
the nature of the opera,cion, or was sold in a wrapper 
or container displaying such a notice. 

. (2) The provisions of the foregoing subsection 
shall apply in relation to proceedings for an offence 
consisting of the sale of a drug to which any sub­
stance has been added, or from which any con­
stituent has been abstracted, other than a drug 
therehy injuriously affected in !its qua1i>ty, constitu­
tion or potency, as they apply in relation t? any 
such offence as is therein mentioned. 

(3) In proceedings under section two of this Law 
in respect of any food or drug containing some ex­
traneous matter, it shall be a defence for the 
defendant to prove that the presence of thalt matter 
was an unavoidable consequence of the process of 
collection or preparation. 
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(4) In proceedings under section two of this Law 
in respect of diluted whisky, brandy, rum or gin, 
it shaN be a defence for the defendant to prove 
that the spirit in question ha,d been diiuted with 
wMer only and that its strength was still not lower 
than thinty-five degrees under praaf.

(d) for prohibiting or regulating the sale, posses­
sion for sale, or offer, exposure or advertise­
ment for sale, of any specified substance, 
or of any substance of any specified class, 
with a view to its use in the preparation of 
food for human consumption, and the pos­
session of any ,such substance for use in the 
preparation of food intended for sale for 
human consumption. 

(2) In theexeroise of the powers conferred upon 
them by this seotion the States shall have regard to 
the desirability of restricting, so far as pra,oticable, 
the use of substances of no nutritional value as foods 
or as ~ngredie11'ts of foods. 

(3) Any Ordinance made under ,this section may 
apply to cream, and to any food containing milk; 
but except as aforesa~d such Ordinance shall not 
apply to milk. 

{4) Any Or,dinance so made may provide, in 
relation to such. cases as may be specified and subject 
to such. exceptions as may be allowed by or under 
the Ordinance, that, where any food is ceDtified by 
the Sta'tes Analyst as being food Ito which the Ordin­
ance applies so far as it is made under paragraph -(c) 
of subsection (I) of this section, that food may be 
treated for the purposes of section nine of this Law 
(und.er which food may be seized and destroyed on 
the order of the Magistrate's Court) as being unfit 
for human consumption : 
Provided that nothing in any such Ordinance shall 
be taken as prejudicing the generality of the powers 
conferred by the said section nine. 

5. (1) The Board may by order require every per­
son who at the date of the order 'Or at any subsequent 
time carries on a business which includes the produc­
tion, importation or use of substances of any class

(d) particulars of any investigations or inquiries 
carried out by or to the knowledge of the 
person carrying on the business in question 
for :the purpose of determining the cumula­
tive effect on the health of a person consum­
ing the substance in ordinary quantities. 

(3) No particular,s furnished in accordance with 
an order under this section, and no informati'On re-
1ating to any individual business obtained by means 
of such pal"ticulars, shall, without the previous con­
seM in writing of the person carrying 'On the business 
in question, be disclosed except-
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(a) in accordance with dinecllons of the Board, 
so far as may be necessary for the purpose 
of enabling the States to exercise the powers 
conferred upon !them by section four of this 
Law, 

(b) for the purposes of any proceedings for all 
offenoe against ,the order or any report of 
those proceedings; 

and if any person discloses any such particulars or 
information in contravention of this subsection he 
shall be liable on summaryconviotion to imprison­
mentfor a >term not exceeding three months or to 
a fine not exceeding fi£ty pounds or both, or on 
conviction on indiC1:!ment to imprisonment for' a term 
not exceeding two years, or to a fine not exceeding 
five hundred pounds, or both.

{2) Subject to the next following subsection, a 
person who pubLishes, or is a pal'ty to the publica­
tion of, an 3!dvertisement, not being such a label so 
given or displayed by him as aforesaid, which-

(a) falsely describes any food or drug, or 
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(b) is calculated to Illlislead as to I\:h.e nature, 
substance or quality of any food or drug, 

shall be guilty of an offence; and in any proceedings 
under this subsection against the manufaoturer, 
producer or importer of the food or drug. it shall 
rest on the defendant to prove ,that he d1d not 
publish. and was not a party tq the publica~ion of, 
the advertisement, 

(3) In proceedings under the last foregoing sub­
section it shall be a defence for the defendant to 
prove eilther-

(a) that he did not know, and could not with 
reasonable diligence haveascertained,that 
the advertisement ,vas of su<;h a 'character 
as is described in that subsection, 01: 

(b) that, be.ing a person whose business .Lt is 
to publish, or arrange for the publica;tion of, 
advertisements, he received the advertise­
ment for publication in the ordinary course 
of business, 

(4) It is hereby declared ·that, £Ox the purposes 
of this section, a label or advertisement which is 
calculated to mislead as to ,the nutritional or dietary 
value of any food ,is calctilated to mislead as to the 
quality of the food, 

(5) In proceedings for an offence under this sec­
tionthe fact that a label or advertisement in respect 
of which the offence is alleged to have been com­
'm'iltted contained an accurate statement of the com­
poSiition of the food or drug shall not preclude the 
court from finding that the offence was committed. 

(6) In this section, exoept so far as it relates to 
drugs; references. to sale shall be cons1trued as 
references to sale for· human cOl).sumption. 
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7. (1) Without prejudice to the prOV'lSlOnS of the 
last foregoing section, the States may from time to 
time by Ordinance make provision for imposing 
requirements as to, and otherwise regulating, the 
labelling, mark,ing or adverbising of food intended 
f6r sale for human consumption, and the descriptions 
which may be applied to such food. 

{2) An Ordinance mad,e under this section may 
make provis,ion for any purpose authorised by para­
graph {c) of subsection (1) of sect~on four of this 
Law in the case 'Of an Ordinance under that section. 

(3) An Ordinance made under this section may 
apply to cream, and to any food conta1ining milk; 
but except as aforesaid such Ordinance shall not 
apply to milk.

(3) Where a person is charged with an offence 
under paragraph (b) of subsection (1) of this section, 
ot under the las,t foregoing subsection, it shall he a 
defence for him to prove either-
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-(a) tha,t he gave notice to the person with whom 
,he deposited, or to whom he consigned or 
sold, the food in question that it was not 
intended for human consump~ion, or 

(b) that, at :the 1Jime when he delivered or dis­
patched it to that person, !either it was fit 
for human consumption or he did not know, 
and could not with reasonable diligence 
have ascertained, that it was unfit for human 
consumption. 

9. (1) An authol'ised officer may at all reasonable 
times examine any f09'dintended for human con­
sumption which has been sold, or is offered or ex­
posed for sale, or is in the possession of, or has 
been deposited wi,th or consigned. to, any person 
for the purpose of sale or of preparation for sale, 
and, if ,it appears to him to be unfit for human 
consumption, mayseize)tand remove it in order 
to have it dealt wi,th by the ,Magistrate's Court. 

,(2) An officer who seizes any food under the 
foregoing subsection shall ,inform ;the peTson in 
whose possession the foo\.f was found of his intention 
to make a compla;int to the Chief Officer of Police 
to have it dealt with by the Magistrate's COUl1t and 
any person who undetsection eight of this Law 
might be liable to a prosecution in respeot of the 
food shall, if he aJttends before the Magistrate's Comt 
upon the application for its condemnation, be en~itled 
to be heard and to call witnesses. ' 

(3) If it appears to the Magistrate's' Court that 
any food brought before it, whether seized under the 
prov,isions of this section or not, is unfit for human 
consumption, the Court shall condemn it and order 
it to' be destroyed or to be so disposed of as to prevent 
it from being used, for human consumption,

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(4) If the Magisltrate's Court refuses to condemn 
any food seized under this Part of this Law by an 
authorised officer, the Board shall compensate the 
owner of the food for any depreciation in i'ts value 
resulting from its seizure and removal. 

(5) A decision of the Magistrate's Comt under 
this section shall be final. 

10. (I) Section eight and section nine of this Law

{a) in relation to any food which is intended 
for human consumption and is offered as a 
prize or reward in connection with any 
entertainment to which the public are 
admitted, whethe'l' on payment of money 
or not, as if the food. were, or had been, 
exposed for sale by each person concerned 
in the organisation of the entertainment;

which apparatus and utensils are cleansed, 
or in which refuse is disposed of or stored; . 

(b) for imposing requirements as to the pro­
vision, maintenance and cleanliness of 
sanitary and washing faoilities lin connection 
with such premises, the disposal of refuse 
and the maintenance and cleanliness of 
apparatus, equipment, furnishings and 
utensils used ~n such premises, and in par­
ticular for imposing requirements that 
every sanitary convenience situated in such 
premises shall be supplied with water 
through a suitable flushing appliance; 

(c) for prohibiting or regulatJing the use of any 
specified materials, or 'Of materials of any 
specified class, in the manufacture of 
apparatus or utensils designed for use in 
the preparaton of food for human consump­
tion, and the sale or importation for sale of 
apparatus or utensils designed for such use 
and containing any specified maverials, or 
materials 'Of any specified class; 

(d) for prohibiting spittting on premises where 
food ,is sold for human consumption, or 
offered, exposed, stored or prepared for sale 
for human consumption, indudingany 
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pafits of .such premises where apparatus and 
utens,ils are cleansed; 

(e) for imposing requirements as 1:0 the clothing 
worn by persons in such premises; 

. (f) . for securing the inspeotion of animals 
a.ntended for slaughter, and of carcases of 
animaLs, for the purpose of' ascertaining 
whether meat intended for sale for human 
consumption js fit for such consumption; 

(g) for requiring the staining or steriliza:tion in 
accordance with the Ordinance of meat 
which is unfit for human consumption, or 
which is der,ived from animals slaughtered 
in knackers' yards or from carcases brought 
into knackers' yards, or which, though not 
unfit for human consumption, is not 
intended therefor; 

(h) £or regulating generally the treatment and 
disposal of any food unfit for human con­
sumption; 

. (i) for prohibiting or regulating the sale for 
human consumption, or the offer, exposure, 
or distribution for sale for human consump­
tion, of shellfish taken from beds or other 
lay;ings for the >time being designated by or 
under <the Ordinance. 

(3) In the laslt foregoing subsection "animals" 
includes poultry. 

(4) An Ordinance under this section may make 
different provisions in relation to different classes of 
business; and, without prejudice to the foregoing 
prov:isions of !this section or section forty-seven of 
this Law, any such Ordinance imposing require-
ments in respect of premises may- . 

(0) impose on the occupier of the prem;ses ami, 
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in the case. of requirements of a structural 
character, on any owner of the premises 
who dther Jets. them for use for a purpose 
to which otheOrdinance applies or permits 
them to be, so used after notice from the 
Board,. responsibilitty for compliance with 
those Il"equirements; 

(b) provide, subject to such limitations and safe­
guards as may be specified, for conferring, 
in relation to particular premises, eXlemp­
tions from the operation of speoified provi­
sions of the Ordinance made for the pur­
poses of paragraph (a) or paragraph {h) of 
subsection (2) of this section while then:e is 
in force a cevnificate of the Board to the 
effect that compliance with those provisions 
cannot reasonably be required with respect 

',to the premises or any activi,ties carried on 
therein. 

(5) If any person who has incurred, or is about 
to incur expenditure in securing that Ithe requtire­
meilts of the Ordinance made under this section, 
being requirements of a structural character, are 
compiied with in respect of any premises owned or 
occupied by him claims that the whole or any paIlt 
of. the expenditure ought to be borne by any other 
person having an interest in the premisies, he may 
apply to the Royal Court, and the Royal Court 
may make such order concerning the expendhure 
or its apportionment as appears to the Royal Court,.

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(6) An Ordinance made under this section may 
impose in respectofaccommoda>tion in home-going 
ships, and 'in respect of vehiCles, stalls and places 
other than premises, any such requirements as may 
be imposed. thereunder in respect of premises. 

(7) Subject as hereinafter' provided, references 
in this section to food shall be construed as references 
to food other than milk: 

Provided that any Ordinance under this seotion may 
apply to any food containing 'milk.! 

14. (1) Where a person is proceeded against for 
an offence against an Ordinance made under section 
thirteen of this Law' in respect of any premises used 
as catering premises '01' of any business carried on 
at such premises, the following provisions of this 
section shall ha ve effect. 

(2) If the person is convicted of the offence and 
the Royal Court thinks it expedient to do so having 
regard to the gravity of the offence or, in the case 
of an offence .committed in respect of premises, to 
the unsatisfactory nature of the premises, or having 
regard ,to any offences against an OrdiJilance made

('3)' A person subjeot to an order under ,this sec~ 
. tion shall be guilty of an offence if, while the order 
is in force-

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(a) he uses the premises t(')which the order 
relates as' catering premises, or 

(b) he participates in the management of any 
business in the course of which the priemises 
ate so used by ano!ther person. 

(4) A pers'On so subjeot may, at any time a£ter 
the expiration of six months from the date on which 
the orner came into force and from time to time 
thereafter, apply to the Royal Court to revoke ,the 
order, and on any such application the Royal Court 
may, if]t thinks proper having regard to all the 
circumstances of the case, including in particular 
the person's conduct subsequent to the conviction 
and any improvement in the state of the premises 
to which the order relates, grant the application. 

(5) If an applic<lJtion under the last foregoing

an therein, for· use for the purpose or pur~ 
poses specified in the application, or fur 
which they are used, as the case may be, 

the Board may serve on Ithe applicant for registra­
tion or, as the 'case may be, o.n the occupier of the 
premises, a notice stating the place and time, not 
being less than twenty-one days after the date of 
the service of the notice, at which it proposes to tak~ 

'. the ma:nter into oonsideration and informing him 
that he may attend before it, with any witnesses 
whom he desires to call, at the place and time 
mentioned to show cause why the Board should not, 
for reasons specified in the notice, refuse the appli­
cation 'Or, as the case maybe, cancel the registra­
tion of. the premises. 

(2) A person entitled under the last foregoing 
subseotion to appear before the Board may appear 
in person or by an Advocate or any other repre­
sentative, or may be accompanied by any person 
whom he may wish to assist him in Ithe proceedings.

spicuously displayed on .the stall, vehicle 'Or con­
tainer, as the case may be, and, if he fails to comply 
with the requirements of this sectlioh, shall be liab1e 
to a fi~e' not exceeding ·ten pounds. 

(2) The .States may from time to time by Ordin­
ance provide Ithat this seQtion shall apply in relation 
to all kinds of food, or to any kinds of food specified 
in the Or.dinance, as it applies in relation to ice­
cream, and this section shall app[y accordingly: 
Provided that nothing in 'this subsection shall have' 
effect in relation to milk. 

21. (1) Every manufacturer of, .or dealer in, ice­
cream shall, upon the occurrence of any disease to 
which thls subseation applies among the persons 
living or working in or about the premises on which 
the i:oe-cream is manufactured, stored or sold, forth­
with give notice thereof to the Medical Officer of 
HeaLth and, if he fails to do so, shall be liable to 
a fine not exceeding fifty pounds. 

(2) .subsection (1) of thi!s section applies to the 
diseases specified in the First Schedule to this Law 
and any other dis,case which the Board may by order 
declare to be a disease to which that subsection 
applies. 

(3) If the Medical Officer of Heahh has reason­
able ground for suspecting thaJt any ice-cr.eam, or 
substance intended for use in the manufaoture of ioe­
cream, is likely to cause any disease communicable 
to human beings, he may give notice to the person 
in charge .thereof that, until further notice, the 
ice-cream or substance in question, or any specified 
portion thereof, is not 'to be used for human con-
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sumption and either is not to be removed, or is not 
to be removed except to some place specified in the 
notice. 

(4) A person who uses or remove.s any ice-cream 
or Slubstance in contravention of the requirements 
of a notice given under the las1c foregoing subseotion 
shall be liable to a fine not exceeding one hundred 
pounds. 

(5) If on further inves1tigation the Medical 
Offioer of Health is satisfied that the ice-cream or 
substance in question may safely be used for human 
consumption, he -shall forthwith withdraw his notice;

destroyed any other ice-cream or such substance as 
aforesaid then on the premises as to which he is not 
so satisfied .

(ii) in any case where the owner of the ice­
cream or substance in question has 
failed Ito give a notice which he was 
required. by subsection (1) of this section 
to give. 

(7) For the purposes of the last foregoing sub­
secti9n, the value of any ice-cream or other sub­
stance shall not .be assessed at a sum exoeeding the 
COS1\: incurred by the owner i~ making or purchasing 
it. 

22. (I) No person shall sell, or offer or expose for 
sale, 9r have in· his possession for the purpose of 
sale, any horseflesh for human consumption else­
where than in premises, or in a stall, vehicle or 
pla·ce, over or on which a notioe in legible letters 
sta'ting that horseflesh 'rs 'sold there is displayed in 
a conspicuous position so as to be visible whenever 
hor~eflesh is being sold, or offered or exposed for 
sale. 

(2) No person shall supply horseflesh for human 
consumption to a purchaser who has not asked to be 
supplied with horseflesh, or who has asked to be 
supplied with some compound article of £ood not 
ordinarily made of horseflesh. 

(3) A person who contravenes any of the pro­
visions of this section shall be guilty of an offence. 

(4) If any horseflesh is exposed for sale else­
where than in premises, or in' a stall, vehicle or place, 
distinguished as aforesaid without anything to show 
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that it was nQit intended for sale for human con­
sumption, the onus of proving <that it was nQitso 
intended shall rest upon the person exposing it for 
saJe. 

(5) In this section the expression ",horseflesh" 
means the flesh of horses, asses and mules, and 
includes any such flesh whether cooked or uncooked 
and whether alone, or accompanied by, or mixed 
with, . any Qither substance, and the expression 
" flesh" includes any part of any such animal. 

23. (1) If an authorised medical praCtltlOner 
becomes aware, or suspec!Js, that a patient whom he 
is alltending is suffering from fOQid poisoning, he 
shall, unless he believ,es, and has reasonable grounds 
for believing, that some other such practitioner has 
complied with <this subsection with respeot to the 
patient, forthwith send to the Medical Officer of 
Heahh a certificate &tating-

(a) the name, age and sex of the patient and 
. the address of the premises where the patient 

is; 

(b) particulars of the food poisoning from which 
the patient is, or is suspeoted to be,suffering 
and the date, or approX'iJmate date, of its 
onset; and 

(c) if the premises aforesaid are a hospital, the 
day on which <the patient was Clidmitted 
thereto, the address of the preffiises from 
whence he came there and whether or not, 
in the opinion of <the person giving the 
certificate, the poisoning from which the 
patient is, or is 'suspected to be, suffering 
was contracted in the hosrpiltal. 

. (2) In this section, "hospital" means any insti­
tution for the reception and treatment of persons 
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suffering from illness, any maternity home and any 
institution for the reception and treatment of persons 
during convalescence or persons requiring me<l.ical 
rehabilitation, and " illness" includes mental disorder 
and any injury or disability requiring medical, 
su'rgical Qr'dental treatmeilt or nursing. 

(3) The Board shall pay to an authorised medical 
practitioner for each certificate duly sent by him 
under the foregoing subseation a fee in such sum 
as the Board may from time to time determine 
if the case occurs in his private practice. 

24. (1) If the Medical Officer of Heahh has reason­
able ground for suspecting that any food of which 
he, or any authorised officer, has procured a sample 
under the provisions of this Law is likely to cause 
food poisoning, he may give notice to the person 
in charge of the food that, until his investigations; 
are completed, the food, or any specified portion 
thereof, is noil: to be used for human consumption 
and either is n'Ot to be removed, or is not to be 
removed except to some place specified in the notice. 

(2) A person who uses or removes any food. in 
contravention of the requirements of a notioe given. 
under the foregoing subseotion shall be liable to a 
fine not exceeding twenty pounds. 

(3) If, as a result of his investigations, the 
Medical Officer of Health is satisfied that the food 
in question, or any pol'tion thereof, is likely to cause 
food poisoning, he may deal with it as food falling 
within subseotion (1) of section nine of this Law 
and subsection (2), subsection (3) and subsection (5) 
of that section shall apply accordingly; and for the 
purposes of this section references in that section to 
an authorised officer shall be construed as refel1ences 
to the Medical Officer of Health; but, if he is saJtisfied 
that it may safely be used for human consumption, 
he shall forthwith withdraw his notice. 
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(4)1£ a notice given under subsection (1) of this 
section is withdrawn by the Medical Officer of 
Heallth, or if the Magistrate's Court refuses to con­
demIt any food brought before it under this section, 
the BDard shall compensate the 'Owner 'Of the fDod 
to which the notice related for any depreciation in 
its value resulting from the aotion taken by the 
Medical Officer of Health. 

25. (1) Subject to the provisiDns of this section. 
no persDn shall sell, Dr offer or e:x:pose for sale, for 
human cDnsumption-

(a) any substance which resembles cream in 
appearance, but is not cream, or 

(b) any article of food cDntaining ~uch a sub-
stance, 

under a description or designation which includes 
the word "cream ", . whether or nat as part of a 
cDmposite word. 

(2) The foregoing subsectiDn shall not app.ly to 
the sale, or offer or exposure for sale, of any sub­
stance being reconst1uuted or imitatiolicream as 
defined by this seotion, or of any article containing 
such a substance, under a ,description or designation 
which identifies the subSitance as.such, or to the sale, 
or offer Dr exposure for sale, of any substance under 
a descriptiDn Dr designation which indicates that Ithe 
substance is nDt for use as, Dr as a substitute for, 
cream. 

(3) In this section "recDnstituted cream" 
means a substance which, not being cream, resembles 
cream in appearance and oontains no ingredient nort 
derived from milk, except~. ' 

(a) water, or 

(b) ingredients, nDt added fraudulently to 

increase bulk weight or measure,or conceal 
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inferior quality, which may lawfully be con­
tained in a substance sold for human con­
sumption as cream; 

and "imitation cream" means a substance which, 
not being cream or reconstituted cream, resembles 
cream in appearance and is produced by emulsifying 
edible oils or fats with water, either by themselves 
or with other substances which are neither pro­
hibited by an Ordinance made for the purposes of 
this sectlion under section four of this Law, nor added 
in quantities so prohibited. 

(4) For the purposes of this section, Ithe descrip­
tion or designation under which a substance or article 
is. sold, or offered or exposed for sale, shall be deemed 
to include the word "cream" if it includes any 
other word, composite or otherwise, whioh is cal­
culated to lead a purchaser to suppose that the sub­
stance [s or, as the case may be, the article contains 
either cream or a substance for use as cream. 

(5) A person who contravenes subseotion (1) of 
this section shall be guilty of an offence. 

PART II 

SAMPLING, ENFORCEMENT AND LEGAL 
PROCEEDINGS 

26. (1) An authorised officer may exercise such 
powers of procuring samples for analysis, or for 
bacteriological or other examination, as are conferred 
upon him by this section. 

(2) An authorised officer may purchase samples 
of any food or drug, or of any substance capable 
of being used in the preparation of food; but nothing 
in this subsection shall be construed as authorising 
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any purcha,se or sale of drugs in contravention of 
the Dangerous Drugs (Guernsey) Law, 1966(a) or 
of any Ordinance made thereunder. 

(3) Subject to the provisions of this seotion, an 
authorised officer may take a sample of any food, 
or of any substance capable of being used in the pre~ 
paration of food, which appears to him to be intended 
for sale, or to have been sold, for human consump. 
tion, or is found by him on or in any premises, stall, 
vehicle, ship,a<ircra£t or place which he is authorised 
to enter for the purposes of the execution of this 
Law. . 

(4) Without prejudice to the last foregoing subc 

section, an authorised officer may, at the request 
of a person to whom any food or substance is,· or is 
to be, delivered in pursuance of a contract of sale, 
take a sample of th<iJt food or substance in the course 
of delivery, or at the place of delivery. 

(S) Exoept as provided by the last foregoing sub­
section, or with ,the consent of the purchaser, an 
authorised officer shall not take a sample of any 
food or substance which appears to him to have been 
sold by retail, either while Ithe food or substance 
is in the course of delivery to the purchaser, or 
at any time after such delivery; and nothing in this 
seotion shall authorise an authorised officer Ito take 
a sample of any food or substance in a ship, not 
being a home-going ship, or in any aircraft, other 
than food impomed as part of the cargo of that 
ship or aircraft. 

(6) Subsection (2) of section two of the Drugs 
(Prevention of Misuse) (Guernsey) Law, 1967(b), 
shall have effect as if the reference in paragraph (h) 
thereof to a public analyst included a reference to 
an authorised officer.

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27. (I) If an authorised officer who has procured 
a sample of any food, drug or substance considers 
that it should be analysed, he shall submit it to be 
analysed by. the States Analyst. 

(2) A person, other than an authorised officer, 
who has purchased any food or drug, or any sub­
stance capable of being used in the preparation of 
food, may submit a sample of it to be analysed by 
the States Analyst. 

(3) The States Analyst shall analyse as soon as 
practicable any sample submitted to him in pur­
suance of this seotion, but may, in the case of a 
sample submitted by a person not being an 
authorised officer, demand in advance the payment 
of such fee as may be fixed by ,the Boam. 

(4) Where Ithe States Analyst has analysed a 
sample, he shall give to the person by whom it 
was originally submitted a certificate specifying the 
resullt of the analysis, and any such certificate shall 
be in a form prescribed by the States by .ordinance.

with a copy of the certificate given by the States 
Analyslt under subsection (4) of section twenty-seven 
of this Law.

part of a sample shall be construed accord­
ingly. 

30. The Board may, aJtthe request of a person 
who has in his possessi;on C).ny food which has not 
been sold and is not iIlltended for sale, and on pay­
ment by that person of such fee as may be fixed 
by the Board, arrange to have the fOOod examined. 

31. (I) Subject to the provisions of this section, 
an authorised officer shall, on producing, if so re­
quired, some duly authenticated document showing 
his authority, have a right to enter any premises 
at all reasonable hours-

(a) for the purpose of ascerttaining whether 
there is or has been on, or in conn'<!otion 
with, the premises any contravention of the 
provisions of this Law or ·of any Ordinance 
made thereunder, and 

{h) generally for the purpose of the performance 
by the Board of its funotions under this Law 
or any such Ordinance: 

Provided that admission to any premises used only 
as a private dwelling-house shall nOit be demanded 
as of right unless twenty-four hours' notice of the 
intended entry has been given to the occupier. 

(2) If the Bailiff is satisfied by information on

(2) Subsection (2) to subsectio~ (4), of, the last 
foregoing seotion shall apply in relation to ;my ship, 
aircraft, vehicle,stall or place which may be entered 
under the powers conferred by the foregoing sub­
section as they apply in relation to premis1es, and as 
if any reference to Ithe occupier of premises were 
a referenoe to the ma:ster, commander or other person 
in charge of the ship, aircraft, vehicle, stall' or place. 

'33. r(l) Without prejudice to any power of examin­
ing food which may be conferrod by any Ordinance 
made imder Part I of this Law, an authorised officer

45. (1) Where a decision of the Board under this 
Law or under any Ordinance ma·de under this Law 
refusing, cancelling, suspending or revoking, a regis­
tration or a licence makes it unlawful for a person 
to carryon any business which he, or his immediate 
predecessor in the business, was lawfully carrying 
on at the date when the decision of the Board was 
given, or to use· any premises for any purpose for 
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which he, or his immedialte predecessor in the busi­
ness, was lawfully using them at the said clate, he 
may carryon that business and use those premises 
for that purpose until the time for appealing has 
expired and, if an appeal is lodged, until the appeal 
is finally disposed of or abandoned or has failed for 
want of prosecution. 

(2) The foregoing provisions with respect to the 
right to continue to carryon a business and to use 
premises shall apply also where the decision of a 
court in proceedings in respect of an offence under

46. Where by any of ,the provisions in Part I of 
this Law provision is made for the payment of 
compensation to any person, any dispute arising as 
to the fact of .damage O'r loss, or as to the amount 
of compensation, shall be determined by the Royal 
Court and the decision of the Royal Court shall be 
final. 

PART III 

MISCELLANEOUS AND GENERAL 

47. (1) Any Ordinance made under Part I of this 
Law, without prejudice to the generality of the pro­
yisions under which it is made, may-

(a) modify for the purposes of the Ordinance 
any provisions of this Law relating to the 
taking, analysis and examination of samples, 
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(b) apply, a's respects matters to be dealt with 
by the Ordinance, any provision in any 
enactment, including this Law, dealing with 
the like matters, with the necessary modifi­
cations and adaptations, 

(c) provide for an appeal to the Royal Court 
against any refusal or other decision of the 
Boar,d, or any other authority, under the 
Ordinance, 

(d) authorise the making of charges for the 
purposes of the Ordinance, or for any SCT­
vices performed thereunder, and provide for 
the recovery of charges so made, 

(c) contain provisions for imposing on persons 
offending against the Ordinance penalties 
not exceeding the maximum penalties 
specified in ,section thirty-five of this Law, 

(f) make such ancillary' and incidental provi­
sions ,as appear to the States to be necessary 
or desirable; 

and any Ordinanoe ma,de under Part I of this 
Law may, without prejudice as aforesaid, require per­
sons carrying on any activity to which the Ordinance 
applies to keep and produce Tecords and furnish 
returns. 

(2) Subsection (I) of ,this section shall ,apply to 
an order l1).a,de under seotion five of this Law as it 
applies to any Ordinance made under Part I of this 
Law. 

(3) Any .ordinance or order made under this 
Law may be revoked or varied by a subsequent 
.ordinance or order, as the case may be, made under 
the appropriate section. 

(4) Any order made by the Board under seotion 
five of this Law shall be laid before a meeting of 
the States as soon as may be a£ter the making thereof 
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and, if at that meeting or. at the next subsequent 
meeting, the States resolve that the order be annulled, 
the order shall cease to have eiteot but w1thout pre­
judice to anything done thereunder or the making 
by the Board of any new order. 

48. An authorised officer shall not be personally 
liable in respect of any act done by him in the 
execution or purpoTited execution of vhis Law and 
within the scope of hi'S employment if he did that 
act in the honest belief that his duty under this 
Law required or entitled him to do it: 

Provided that nothing in Ithis subsection shall be 
construed as relieving the States from any liability 
in respect of ans of authorised officers. 

49. Where a person who holds a licence, or is 
registered in respect of any premises, under ,this Law 
or any Ordinance made thereunder dies, the licence 
or regi,stration shall, unless previously revoked or 
cancelled, enure for the benefit of hi.s legal personal 
representative, or of his widow or any other member 
of his family, until the expiration of two months 
from his death, or until the expiration of such longer 
period as the Board may allow. 

50. {1) Subject tb the provisions of the next follow­
ing subsection, the ,Magistrate's Court may, upon 
application being made to it by the owner of any 
premises in that behalf and if it is satisfied that the 
occupier of those premises is preventing the owner 
from executing any work which he is by or under 
this Law required to execute, order the occupier to 
permit the execution of the work. 

(2) The Court shall not roak,e an order under 
subseotion (1) of this section upon an application 
made by the owner of any premises unless such 
owner has served on the occupier of those premises 
a notice stating his intention to make the application

and such notice has been so served not less than 
three days before the applica'tion is made. 

{3) Any occupier who fails to comply with an 
order of the Magistrate's Court made under the 
provisions of subsection (I) of this section shall be 
guilty of an offence and liable, on oonviction, to a 
fine not exoeeding twenty-five pounds, and to a 
further fine not exceeding five pounds for each day 
the offence continues after conviction therefor.

1. The authorised officer shall forthwith divide 
the sample into three parts, each part to be marked 
and sealed or fastened up in such manner as its 
nature will permit, and shall-

(a) with respect to one part of the sample 
comply w~th paragraphs 2 to 7 of this 
Schedule, and 

(b) deal with the remaining parts in accordance 
with paragraph 8 of this Schedule. 

2. (1) If the sample was purchased by the 
au,thorised officer, he shall give the part of the sample 
to the vendor. 

(2) In relation to a sample purchased from an 
automMic machine, this paragraph shall apply as 
if for the reference to the vendor ther:e were sub­
stituted a reference-

(a) if :the name and address, being an address 
in the Island, of a person stated to be the 
proprietor of the machine appears on the 
machine, to that person: 

(b) in any 0'ther case, to the occupier of the 
premises on which the machine stands or to 
which it is affixed. 

3. If the sample is of goods consigned from out­
side the Island and was taken by the authorised 
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officer before delivery t'O the consignee, the 'Officer 
shall give'<the part of the sample to the consignee. 

4. If-
(a) none of the foregoing paragraphs of this 

Schedule apply, and 

(b) <the sample was taken by the authorised 
officer at Ithe request of a purchaser, or taken 
with the consent of a purchaser by retail, 

the officer shall give the part of the sample Ito the 
vendor. 

s. If-
(a) none of ,the foregoing paTagraphs of thi,s 

Schedule apply, and 

(b) the sample was taken in transit, 

<the authorised officer shall giv:e the part of the 
sample to the consignor. 

6. If none of the foregoing paragraphs of the 
Schedule apply, the authorised 'Officer shall give the 
pant of the sample to the person appearing rto be 
the owner of the food, drug or substimce of which 
the sample was taken. 

7. In every case to which paTagraphs 2 to 6 of 
this Schedule apply :the authorised 'Officer shall in­
form the person to whom the part of the sample is 
given that the sample was purchased Dr taken for 
the purpose of analysis by the States Analyst. 

8. Of the remaining parts of the sample, the 
authorised offioer shall, unless he decides not to have 
an analysis made, submit one for analysis in accord­
ance with section twenty-seven of this Law, and 
retain <the other for future comparison. 
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9. Any part of a sample which under thIs Schedule 
is Ito be given to any person may be given either 
by deliver1ng it to him or to his agent or by sending 
i,t to him by posrt in a registeroo packet; but where 
after reasonable enquiry the authorised officer is 
unable to asce:titain the name and address of the 
person to whom the part of the ,sample is to be 
given, he may, in lieu of giving the part to that 
person, retain it.
