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The Gambling (Bailiwick of Guernsey) Law, 1974

THE STATES, in pursuance of their Resolution of the first day of March,
nineteen hundred and seventy-three, have approved the following provisions which,
subject to the Sanction of Her Most Excellent Majesty in Council, shall have force of

law in the Bailiwick of Guernsey.

Amendment of Law of 1971.

1. The Gambling (Guernsey) Law, 19712, is hereby amended as follows

@ in section eight thereof —

Q) for the full stop at the end of subsection (2)

"(c) the distribution by a licensed pool agent
on behalf of a registered pool promoter

Channel Islands Lottery.

2. 1) The States of Guernsey may from time to time by Ordinance
make such provision as they may deem necessary or expedient for the conduct or
regulation of the Channel Islands Lottery in the Bailiwick of Guernsey and, without
prejudice to the generality of the foregoing, they may, in particular, make provision in
any such Ordinance empowering the States of Guernsey [Committee for Home
Affairs] to exercise such powers and to perform such duties as may be thereby

conferred or imposed upon it.

(2) In this section the expression *'the Channel Islands Lottery"

means any lottery promoted by the States of Guernsey and the States of Jersey.

one thereof shall have effect throughout the Bailiwick of Guernsey.

2 The provisions of section one of this Law shall have effect only

in the Islands of Guernsey, Herm and Jethou.
