WHEREAS there was this day read at the Board
a Repont from the Right Honourable the Lords of
the Committee of Council for the Affairs of Guern-
sey and Jersey, dated the 16mh \da:y of June 1969, in
whe words following, viz.:—

“Your Majesty having been pleased, by Your
General Order of Reference of whe 22nd day of
February 1952, to refer unto this Committee a
humble Petition of Sydney Peck Herivel, Esquire,
C.B.E., D.S.C., President of the States of Alderney,
setting fonth :

‘That at a meeting of whe States of Alderney
theld on the fourteenth day of May 1969, the
States adopted a Resolution that a Projet de Loi
entitled “The Government of Alderney
(Amendment) Law, 1969” be approved: That
at the meeting of the States aforesaid Your
Humble Petitioner was authorised to present o
Your Majesty in Council a Petition that the said
Projet de Loi be sanctioned: That the said
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Projet de Loi is set forth in mhe words and
figures of the Schedule hereunto annexed: And
most humbly praying that Your Majesty might
be graciously pleased to grant Your Royal Sanc-
gion to the Projet de Loi entitled “ The Govern-
ment of Alderney (Amendment) Law, 1969 ”
and ornder that the same shall have the force
of Jaw within the Island of Alderney.’

“Tue Lorps or THE COMMITTEE, in obedience to
Your Majesty’s said Oxder of Reference, hawve
taken the said Petition, and the Projet de Lioi
annexed thereto, into consideration, and do this
day agree humbly to report, as their opinion, to
Your Majesty, that it may be advisable for Your
Majjesty to comply with the prayer of whe said
Petition and to approve of and ratify the said
Projet de Loi.”

HER MAJESTY, having taken the said Report
into consideration, is pleased, by and with the advice
of Her Privy Council, to approve of and ratify the
said Projet de Loi and to order, as it is hereby
ordered, that the same shall have the force of law
within the Island of Alderney.

AND HER MAJESTY doth hereby further direot
that this Order and the said Projet de Loi (a copy
whereof is hereunto annexed) be entered upon the
Register of the Island of Guernsey and observed
accordingly.

AND the Lieutenant Governor and Commander-
in-Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and
Jurats and all other Her Majesty’s Officers for the
time being of the said Island of Guernsey, and also
the Jurats of the said Island of Alderney, and all
other persons whom it may concern, are to take
notice and govern mhemselves accordingly.

PROJET DE LOI

ENTITLED

The Government of Alderney
(Amendment) Law, 1969

THE STATES, in pursuance of their Resolution
of the ninth day of January, nineteen hundred and
sixty-nine, have approved the following provisions
which, subjeat to the Sanotion of Her Most Excellent
Majesty in Coumncil, shall have force of law in the
Island of Alderney.

Amendment of Principal Law

1. The Government of Aldemey Law, 1948(a), as
amended(b), is thereby funther amended as follows,
that is to say:—

(@) in subsection (1) of section twenty shercof,
the words “twenty-five” are hereby re-
pealed and the word “fifty  is hereby sub-
suituted wherefor;

(b) immediately after section twenty-two thereof
there ds thereby inserted the following
additional section designated “ 22A” and the
following marginal heading thereto—

“ Costs

22A. (1) The costs of and incidental to
all civil proceedings in the Court shall be

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in the discretion of the Court, and the
Court shall have power to determine by
whom and to what extent the costs are
to be paid.

(2) The Court may firom tine to time,
by rules made under this subsection, pres-
cribe the fees payable to the Court and
to the Clerk of the Count in respect of
civil proceedings in the Court and ithe fees
and expenses recoverable by a party in
any case where costs are awarded ©o that
party under subsection (1) of this section.

(3) The Court may order any person
convicted of any offence in any criminal
proceedings in the Court ¢o pay to any
other person attending the Court to give
evidence in whose proceedings an allow-
ance, caloulated at such rate as the Count
may firom time to time prescribe by rules
made under this subseation, in respect of
such other person’s attendance.”;

(¢) secction twenty-seven thereof and the mar-
ginal heading to that section are hereby
repealed and the following section and
marginal heading are hereby respectively
substituted therefor—

“Deputy Clerk of the Court.

27. (1) the Count shall from time to time
appoint a person to be styled “The
Deputy Clerk of the Court ” (hereafter in
this section weferred to as “whe Deputy
Clerk ”) to act in the place and stead of
the Clerk of the Court during any period
when the Clerk of the Court is absent
from his duties by reason of illness or
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otherwise and may at any time revoke any
appointment made under this seotion.

(2) Where the States are pawty to legal
proceedings in the Court, other than pro-
ceedings relating to the assessment of
propenty for rates or the recovery of rates,
and the Clerk of the Court is the same
person as the Clerk of the States, the
Deputy Clerk shall act in the place and
stead of the Clerk of the Cournt for nhe
purpose of such proceedings.

{3) The Deputy Clerk shall, while
acting dn the place and stead of the Clerk
of the Court, have all powers conferred
by law on the Clerk of the Coumnt.

(4) The Deputy Clerk shall be paid
such fee as the Court thinks fit in respect
of the performance by him of his duties
as the Deputy Clerk and such fee shall
be part of the expenses of administering
justice in Alderney.”

Citation

2. This Law may be cited as the Governmenit of
Alderney (Amendment) Law, 1969, and this Law
and whe Government of Alderney Laws, 1948 o 1955,
may be cited together as the Government of Alder-
ney Laws, 1948 to 1969.
