AND the Lieutenant Governor and Commander­
in-Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and 
Jurats, and all ot~~r H(!r MaJesty's Officers for the 
time being in the s'aid Island, and all other persons 
whoriiit 'may 'co~cetn;. 'are to take notice and govern 
themselves accordingly.
