WHEREAS there was this day read at the Board 
a Report from the Right Honourable the Lords of 
the Committee of Council for the Affairs of Guernsey 
and Jersey, dated the lOth day of July, i962, in the 
words following, viz.:-

requested the Bailiff to present a most humble 
Petition to Your Majesty in Council praying for 
Your Royal Sanction thereto. 2. That the said 
Bill or "Projet de Loi" is in the words and 
figures set forth in the Schedule hereunto 
annexed. And most humbly praying that Your 
Majesty might be graciously pleased to grant 
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Y aur Rayal Sanctian to' the Bill ar "Prajet de 
Lai" af the States of Guernsey entitled "The

(Salary and Official Expenses) (Amendment) Law, 
1962" and to' order that the same shall have 
farce af law, in the Bailiwick af Guernsey.' 

" THE LORDS OF THE CaMMITTEE) in obedience to' 
Yaur Majesty's said Order af Reference, have taken 
the said Petitian and the said Projet de Lai intO' 
cansideratian, and dO' this day agree humbly to 
report, as their apinian, to' Y aur Majesty, that it 
may be advisable far Yaur Majesty to' comply with 
the prayer af the said Petition and to approve of 
and ratify the said Prajet de Lai." 

HER MAJESTY having taken the said Repart into 
cansideratian is pleased, by and with the advice af 
I-Ier Privy Cauncil, to' apprave af and ratify the said 
Prajet de Lai, and to arder, as it is hereby ardered, 
that the same shall have the farce af Law within the 
Bailiwick of Guernsey. 

AND HER MAJESTY dath hereby further direct 
that this Order, and the said Projet de Lai (a capy 
whereaf is hereuntO' annexed) be entered upan the 
Register af the Island af Guernsey and abserved 
accardingly. 

AND the Lieutenant Gavernar and Commander­
in-Chief af the Island af Guernsey, the Bailiff and 
Jurats, and all other Her Majesty's Officers, far the 
time being, in the said Island, and all ather persans 
wham it may cancern, are to take natice and gavern 
themselves accardingly.

PRO JET DE LOI 
ENTITLED 

The Office of Lieutenant -Governor of 
Guernsey (Salary and Official Expenses) 

(Amendment) Law, 1962 

THE STATES, in pursuance of their Resolutions 
of the first day of June, nineteen hundred and sixty, 
the fourteenth day of December, nineteen hundred 
and sixty, and the second day of August, nineteen 
hundred and sixty-one, have approved the following 
provisions which, subject to the Sanction of Her 
Most Excellent Majestyin Council, shall have force 
of law in the Bailiwick of Guernsey. 

I. The Office of Lieutenant-Governor of Guernsey Amendment 

(Salary and Official Expenses) Law, 1955, as amended of Law of 

(hereinafter referred to as "the principal Law"), is. ~~g;d~~. 
hereby further amended as follows, that is to say:-

(a) in subsection (1) and in subsection (2) of 
section two thereof, the words "five thou­
sand, two hundred and twenty-five pounds", 
where those words occur, are hereby repealed 
and the words "seven thousand and sixty 
pounds" are hereby substituted therefor; 

(b) paragraph (b) of subsection (1 )of section two 
thereof is hereby repealed and the following 
paragraph is hereby substituted therefor­
"(b) the payment of the salary, allowances 

and official travelling expenses of the 
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Secretary and Aide-de-Camp to the 
Lieutenant-Governor and of the salary 
of Assistant-Secretary to the Lieutenant­
Governor;"; 

(c) immediately after subsection (2) of section 
two thereof there are hereby inserted the 
following two additional subsections (3) and 
(4)-
"(3) Where the Lieutenant-Governor is of the 
opinion that any expenses which may be 
incurred in any calendar year under the 
heads of expenditure set out in subsection (I) 
of this section are likely to result in the total 
amount of expenses incurred during that 
calendar year under those heads of expen­
diture exceeding the said sum of seven thou­
sand and sixty pounds, such expenses shall 
not be incurred unless-

(a) the Lieutenant-Governor shall have 
given to the Board written notice of the 
particulars of such expenses and 
requested the Board to recommend the 
States Advisory and Finance Committee 
(hereafter in this Law referred to as 
"the Committee") to approve of such 
expenses being incurred; and 

(b) the Committee has, on the recommenda­
tion of the Board, approved of such 
expenses being incurred; or 

(c) notwithstanding that the Board is not 
prepared to recommend the Committee 
to approve of any such expenses being 
incurred, the Lieutenant-Governor has 
requested the Board to refer the matter 
to the Committee for its consideration 
and the Committee has, having regard 
to any representations made to it by Her 
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Majesty's Procureur 
Lieutenant-Governor 
approved of such 
incurred.

expenses being 

(4) There shall be paid from. time to time 
to the Lieutenant-Governor out of the 
Revenue such sums as the Commitee may 
deem necessary to defray any expenses 
incurred by the Lieutenant-Governor and 
in respect of which the approval of the 
Committee shall have been obtained in pur­
suance of the provisions of the last preceding 
subsection "; 

(d) section three thereof is hereby repealed and 
the following section substituted therefor­
"3. Any unexpended portion of the said sum 
of seven thousand and sixty pounds in respect 
of any calendar year and any unexpended 
portion of any sum paid to the Lieutenant­
Governor under subsection (4) of the last 
preceding section to defray any expenses 
incurred in any calendar year and in respect 
of which the approval of the Committee 
shall have been obtained in pursuance of 
the provisions of subsection (3) of that sec­
tion shall be returned by the Lieutenant­
Governor to the Revenue as soon as may be 
after the end of that calendar year.". 

2. The Office of Lieutenant-Governor of Guernsey Repeal. 

(Salary and Official Expenses) Law, 1959, is hereby 
repealed. 

3. (I) This Law may be cited as the Office of Citation and 

Lieutenant-Governor of Guernsey (Salary and Official Commence­
ment. 

Expenses) (Amendment) Law, 1962, and this Law and 
the principal Law may be cited together as the 
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Office of Lieutenant-Governor of Guernsey (Salary 
and Official Expenses) Laws, 1955 and 1962. 

(2) This Law shall be deemed to have come into 
force on the first day of January, nineteen hundred 
and sixty-two.
