WHEREAS there was this .day read <lit the Board 
a Repor't from the RigIDt HoniOlurable the Lords of 
the Committee of C'Ouncil fm the Affairs of Guern­
sey and lers!ey, dated the 31stt day of May, 1967, in 
the words following, viz.: 

" YOUR MAJESTY having belen pleased, by Your 
Geneml Order of Reference of the 22nd day of 
February, 1952, to refer 'unto nh1s Oommittee the 
humble Petitio'l1of <tIre States of the Island of 
Guernsey, setting £o'l'th: 

, 1. That, in pursuance of their Resolution of 
the 22nd day of March,. 1967, the Staltes of 
DeliberatiJo'l1 at a melelting held on the 26th day 
of April, 1967, approved a Bill or "Projet de 
Loi " lCntitled "The Office ·of Liemenant-Gover­
nor of Guernsey (Salary and Official Expenses) 
(Amendment) Law, 1967" and requested the 
Bailiff to present a most humble Petition to 
Your Maj'esty in Council praying for Your Royal 
S,anotilon thereto. 2. That the said Bill or 
"Pro jet de Loi " ·is in the words' and figures set 
forth in the Schedule hereunto annexed. And 
most humbly praying ,that Your Majesty might 
be graciously p1eased to grant Your Royal Sanc­
,tion to the Bill or if pro jet de Loi " of <the States 
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of Guernsey entitled" TbJe Office lof Lieutenant­
Governor of Guernsey (Salary and Official Ex­
penses) (Amendment) Law, 1967" and to order 
t!hat the same shall have force of law in the 
Bailiwick of Guernsey.' 

"THE LORDS OF THE COMMITTEE, in obedience 
to Your MajestJ"s said Order of Reference, have 
taken Ithe said PlCltition and the said Projet de Loi 
into consideration, and do this day agree humbly 
to report, as Itheir opinicon, 1lo Your IMajesty, that 
it may be advisable for Your Majesty to comply 
with llhe prayer of the said Petition and to approve 
of and mtify 'the said Projet de Loi." 

HER MAJESTY having Itaken me said Report 
into consideration is pleased, by and w1th the advice 
of Her Privy Council, to approve of and ratify <tJhe 
siaid Pl10jClt de Loi, and to order, as it is hereby 
'Ordered, that the ·same shall have the force of Law 
within ;the Bailiwick of Guerns1ey. 

AND HER MAJESTY doth hereby further ·direct 
that Ithis 'Order, and the 'said Projet de Loi (a copy 
whereof is hel1eurrto annexed) be entered upon trhe 
Register of Ithe Island of Guernsey and observed 
accordingly. 

AND the Lieutenant-Governor and Oommander­
m-Chief of the Island of GUlernsey, the Bailiff and 
Jurats, and all other Her Majesty's Officers, for the 
time ibeing, in the said Island, and all other persons 
whom it may concern, are !to take notice and govern 
themselves accordingly.

PROJET DE LOI 
ENTITLED 

The Office of Lieutenant-Governor of 
Guernsey (Salary and Official Expenses) 

(Amendment) Law, 1967 

THE STATES, in pursuance of their Resolution 
of the twenty-second day of March, nineteen hun­
dred and sixty-s'even, have approved the following 
provisions which, subject to the Sancti'On of Her 
Most Excellent Majesty in Council, shall have foroe 
of law in the Bailiwick of Guernsey. 

1. In section one of the Office of Lieutenant- Amendment 

Governor of Guernsey (Salary and Official Expenses) i~5r.aw of 

La:w, 1955, as amended(a), the words" three :thousand 
five hundred pounds" are hereby repealed and the 
words " four thousand two hundred and fiEty 
pounds" are hereby substituted therefor. 

2. The Office of Lieutenant-Governor of Guernsey Repeal. 

(Salary and Official Expenses) (Amendment) Law, 
1963, is hereby repealed. 

3. (1) This Law may be cited as the Office of Citation and 

Lieutenant-Go\nernor of Guernsey (Salary and Official ~:~ence­
Expenses) (Amendment) Law, 1967, and Ithis Law 
and the Office of Lieutenant-Governor of Guernsey 
(Salary and Official Expenses) Laws, 1955 and 1962,

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may be cited together as the Office of Lieutenant­
Governor IOf Guernsey (Salary and Official Expens(6) 
Laws, 1955 to 1967. 

(2) This Law shall be deemed to have come into 
force on the first day of January, nineteen hundred 
and six·ty-seven.
