WHEREAS there was this day read at the Board
a Report from: the Right Honourable the Lords of
theCommitree. of Council for the Affairs of Guernsey
and. Jersey, dated the 5th day ef July 1978 in the
words: following, viz.:—

“Yeur Majesty having been pleased, by Your
General Oxder of Reference of the 22nd day of
February 1952, o xefer unte this Committee a
bhumble Petition of Jon Kay-Mouat, Esquire,
President. of the States of Alderney, setting forth:

‘That at a meeting of the States of Alderney
held on the 16th day of December 1977 the
States adopted a Resolution that a Projet de Loi
entitled “The Driving Licences Suspension
(Alderney) Law, 1978 ” be approved: That at
the meetmg of the States aforesaid Your humble
Petitioner was. authorised to presemt to Your
Majesty m Council a Petition that the said
Projet de Loi be sanctioned: That the said
Projet de Loi is set forth in the words amd
figures. of the Schedule hereimnto annexed: And
most humbly praying that Your Majesty naight
be graciously pleased to grant Your Royal
Sanction to the Projet de Loi enmtitled “The
Driving Licences Suspension (Alderney) Law,
1978.” amd. to order that the same shall have
the forece of law within the Island of Alderney.’
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“Tue Lorps or T CoMMITTEE, in obedience
to Your Majesty’s said Order of Reference, have
taken the said Petition, and the Projet de Loi
annexed thereto, Into consideration, and do this
day agree humbly to report, as their opinion, to
Your Majesty, that it may be advisable for Your
Majesty to comply with the prayer of the said
Petition and to approve of and ratify the said
Projet de Loi.”

HER MAJESTY, having taken the said Report
into consideration, is pleased, by and with the advice
of Her Privy Council, to approve of and ratify the
said Projet de Loi, and to order, as it is hereby
ordered, that the same shall have the force of law
within the Island of Alderney.

AND HER MAJESTY doth hereby further direct
that this Order and the said Projet de Loi (a copy
whereof is hereunto annexed) be entered upon the
Register of the Island of Guernsey and observed
accordingly.

AND the Lieutenant Governor and Commander-
in-Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and
Jurats, and all other Her Majesty’s Officers for the
time being, of the said Island of Guernsey, and also
the Jurats of the said Island of Alderney, and all
other persons whom it may concern, are to take
notice and govern themselves accordingly.

PROJET DE LOI

ENTITLED

The Driving Licences (Suspension)
(Rlderney) Law, 1978

THE STATES, in pursuance of their Resolution
of the sixth day of July, nineteen hundred and
seventy-seven, have approved the following provisions
which, subject to the Sanction of Her Most Excellent
Majesty in Council, shall have force of law in the
Island of Alderney.

1. Notwithstanding any of the provisions of the
Law entitled “Loi relative aux Automobiles”
registered on the eleventh day of December, nine-
teen hundred and twenty-six(a), as extended by the
Alderney (Application of Legislation) Ordinance,
1948(b), or of the Road Traffic (Compulsory Third-
Party Insurance) (Alderney) Law, 1950(c), the Court,
in ordering any suspension of or disqualification for
holding or applying for a driving licence under
either of those Laws, may direct that any suspension
or disqualification shall relate to one or some only
of the categories of driving licence.

2. The provisions of this Law shall not apply to
any order made in consequence of a conviction under
the Road Traffic (Driving under the Influence of
Drink or Drugs) (Alderney) Law, 1958(d).

3. (1): The Interpresation: (Gfue-r;nsey) Law, 1948(e),
shall apply to the insenpretation of this Law as it
applies to the interpretation of an enactment in force
in the Island of Guermsey.

(2) Any reference in this Law to any enactment
shall, except where the context otherwise requires,
be constrited as including a reference to that enact-
ment as amended, repealed or replaced, extended or
applied by or under any other enactment including
this Law.

4. This Law may be cited as the Driving Licences
Suspension {(Alderney) Law, 1978.
