WHEREAS there was this day read at the Board 
a Report from the Right Honourable the Lords of 
the Committee of Council for the Affairs of Guern­
sey and Jersey, dated the 14th day of December 1970. 
in the words following, viz.: ----

.. YOUR lY1.<\.JESTY having been pleased, by Your 
G~neral Order of Reference of the 22nd day of 
February 1952, to refer unto this Committee the 
humble Petition of the States of the Island of 
Guernsey, setting forth: ---

. I. That, in pursuance of their Resolution of 
the 30th day of July 1969. the States of Delibera­
tion at a meeting held on the 29th day of July 
1970 approved a Bill or " Projet de Loi " entitled 
" The Island Development (Amendment) 
(Guernsey) Law, 1970" and reguested the Bailiff 
to present a most humble Petition to Your 
Majesty in Council praying for Your Royal 
Sanction thereto. 2. That the said Bill or 
.. Projet de Loi" is in the words and figures 
set forth in the Schedule hereunto annexed. 
And most humhly praying that Your Majesty 
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might be graciously pleased to grant Your Royal 
Sanction to the Bill or "Projet de Loi" of the 
States of Guernsey entitled" The Island Develop­
ment (Amendment) {Guernsey) Law, 1970" and 
to order that the same shall have force of law 
in the Island of Guernsev.' 

.. Tm: LORDS OF TilE CO:\L\IITTF.E, in obedience 
to Your Majesty's said Order of Reference, have 
taken the said Petition and the said Projet de Loi 
into consideration. and do this day agree humbly 
\0 report, as their opinion, to Your l'vlajesty, that 
it may he achisahle for Your Majesty to comply 
with the prayer of the said Petition and to approve 
of and ratify rill' said Projet (Ie Loi." 

HER MAJESTY having taken the said Report 
into consideration is pleased. by and with the advice 
of Her Privy Council, to apprO\c of and ratify the 
said Projet de l,oi, and to order. as it is hereby 
ordered, that the sa'll1e shall ba\e the force of Law 
within the Island of Guernsev. 

Ai'\D HER IVIAJESTY doth hereby fmrher direct 
that this Order. and the said Projet de Loi (a copy 
whereof is herellllto annexed). he entered upon the 
Register of the r~land of Gucrnsey and observed 
accordingly. 

,\ND the Lieulenant-Gm'ernor and COl1llllander­

ill-Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and 
Jllrats. and all other Hel" l\lajesty's Otlicers for the 
rime being in the said Island. and all other persons 
whom it may concern, are to take notice and govern 
t he III selves accordi ngly.

PROJET DE LOI 
Rl"l'ITLED 

The Island Development (Amendment) 
(Guernsey) Law, 1970 

THE STATES, in pursuance of their Resolution 
of the thirtieth day of July, nineteen hundred and 
sixty-nine, have approved the following provisions 
which, subject to the Sanction of Her Most Excellent 
Majesty in Council, shall have force of law in the 
Island of Guernsey. 

I. The Island Development (Guernsey) Law, Amend-

(a) subsection (2) of section fourteen thereof is 
repealed and the following subsection is sub­
stituted therefor:-

(2) A person shall not require permis­
sion in pursuance of the provisions of this 
Part of this Law to place. erect or re-erect 
on any site-

(a) any movable structure other than a 
caravan, or 

(b) any immm'able structure, 

which cannot be seen from any public or 
other place to which the public has access 
and of which the cubic capacity does not 
exceed four hundred cubic feet."; 

(a) OrdrCN <'11 Conscil Vol. XX, p. 2ifi. 
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(b) section twenty-two thereof is repealed and 
the following section is substituted there­
for: ----

22. A person ;;hall not, without the 
permission of the Committee in that 
behalf, lop or fell any tree on any land 
in relation to which a preliminary dec­
laration has been issued in pursuance of 
the J)fO\'isions of section twenty-seven of 
this Law in respect of any development 
or other work referred to in section four­
teen of this Law or in relation to which 
permission has been grantecl in pursuance 
of the provisions of section sixteen of this 
Law to carry out any snch del't'lopmeIlI 
,)r other work."; 

(c) in section forty thereof---

(i) immediately after the definition of the 
expression .. appointed day" there is 
inserted the following definition:--

.. caravan" means any strllcture 
llesignl'<\ or adapted for human 
hahiratiCll1 which i~ capable of 
heing mo\'Cd from one place to 

another (whether by heing 
towed, or hy being transported 
on a motor vehicle or trailer) 
and any motor \-ehide ~o 

designed or adapted, but docs 
not include a JIlarquee or a 
tent;". 

(ii) immediately after the definition of the 
expression .. irnmovable structure ., 
there is inserted the following defini­
tion: . 
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.. motor vehicle" means a mechani­
cally propelled vehicle intended 
or adapted for use on a public 
highway;", 

(iii) in the definition of the expression 
" movahle structure" immediately after 
the word "means" there are inserted 
the words" a caravan and ", 

(iv) the full stop at the end of the definition 
of the expression "owner" is deleted 
and a semi-colon is substituted therefor 
and immediately thereafter there is 
inserted the following definition:-

"public highway" includes any 
road, street, lane or public 
place.".
