WHEREAS there was this day read at the Board
a Report from the Right Honourable the Lords of
the Committee of Council for the Affairs of Guern-
sey and Jersey, dated the 10th day of June 1968,
in the words following, viz.:—

“Your MajesTy having been pleased, by Your
General Order of Reference of the 22nd day of
February 1952, to refer unto this Committee the
humble Petition of the States of the Island of Guern-
sey, setting forth:—

‘1 That at their meeting held on the twenty-fourth
day of April, nineteen hundred and sixty-eight, the
States of Guernsey approved the erection of public
lavatories on a parcel of land forming part of the
Vale Common and situate at Les Amarreurs, shown
coloured pink on Plan No. 6239/39.

€2 That the Habitants of the Clos du Valle have
certain common rights over that part of the
common.
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‘3 That at a meeting of the said Habitants held
on the nineteenth day of February, nineteen hundred
and sixty-eight, the Habitants present agreed that
all rights of common of the said inhabitants over
the said parcel of land be ceded and relinquished
in favour of the States of Guernsey for a term not
exceeding ninety-nine years.

“4 That on the ninth day of April, nineteen hun- .
dred and sixty-eight, after publication of the neces--
sary notices, the Royal Court of Guernsey considered
a Report of the said President and Members dated
the twentyfifth day of March, nineteen hundred
and sixty-eight, and ordered the said Report to be
registered on the Records of the Island, there being
no opposition thereto.

‘5 That at their said meeting held on the twenty-
fourth day of April, nineteen hundred and sixty-
eight, the States of Guernsey, on the recommenda-
tion of the said President and Members, authorised
the Bailiff to present a most humble Petition to
Your Majesty in Council praying Your Majesty to
order and direct that for a term not exceeding ninety-
nine years the common rights of the Habitants of
the Clos du Valle in the parcel of land referred
to in paragraph 1 of this Petition be deemed to have
been ceded to, and relinquished in favour of, the
States of Guernsey. And most humbly praying
that Your Majesty might be graciously pleased to
order and direct that for a term not exceeding ninety-
nine years the common rights of the Habitants of
the Clos du Valle in the parcel of land referred
to in paragraph 1 of this Petition be deemed to have
been ceded to, and relinquished in favour of, the
States of Guernsey.
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“Tae Lorps or THE CoMMITTEE, in obedience to
Your Majesty said Order of Reference, have taken
the said Petition into consideration and do this day
agree humbly to report, as their opinion, to Your
Majesty, that it may be advisable for Your Majesty
to comply with the prayer of the said Petition.”

HER MAJESTY having taken the said Report
into consideration is pleased, by and with the advice
of Her Privy Council, to approve thereof and to
-order, as it is hereby ordered, that for a term not
-exceeding ninety-nine years the common rights -of
~ the Habitants of the Clos du Valle in the parcel
of land referred to in paragraph 1 of the said Petition
shall be deemed to have been ceded to, and
relinquished in favour of, the States of Guernsey. -

AND HER MAJESTY doth hereby further direct
that this Order be entered upon the Register of the
Tsland of Guernsey and observed accordingly.

AND the Lieutenant Governor and Commander-
in-Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and
Jurats, and all other Her Majesty’s Officers for the
time being in the said Island, and all other persons
‘whom it may concern, are to take notice and govern
themselves accordingly.
