PRO]ET DE LOI

ENTITLED

The Magistrate’s Court (Amendment)
(Guernsey) Law, 1976

THE STATES, in pursuance of their Resolution
of the thlrty first day of March, nineteen hundred
and: seventy-six,” have "approved the following pro-
visions which, subject to the Sanction of Her Most
Excellent Majesty in Council, shall have force of
law in the Islands of Guernsey, Herm and Jethou.

I. In section twelve of the Magistrate’s Court
(Guernsey) Law, 1954(a), as amended(b), the words
“one hundred” are hereby repealed and the words
“two hundred” are hereby substituted therefor.

2. The Magistrate’s Court (Amendment) (Guern-
sey) Law, 1971(c), is hereby repealed.

3. (1) This Law may be cited as the Magistrate’s
Court (Amendment) (Guernsey) Law, 1976.

(2) This Law and the Magistrate’s Court
(Guernsey) Laws, 1954 and 1957, may be cited
together as the Magistrate’s Court (Guernsey) Laws,
1954 to 1976.
