: THE STATES, in pursuance of their Resolution

of ‘the: thirtieth day-of November, nineteen hundred-

and seventy-eight, have approved the following
provisions which, subject to the Sanction of Her
Most Excellent Majesty in Council, shall have force
of law in the Islands of Guernsey, Sark, Herm and
Jethou.

I. In Article 1 of the Mental Treatment Law
(Guernsey) 1939, as amended (a), the definition of
the expression “ Mental ailment ” is hereby repealed
and _the following definition is hereby substituted
therefor—

“ Mental ailment ” means mental illness, arrested
or incomplete development of mind, psycho-
pathic disorder, and any other disorder or
disability of mind, in virtue of which a person
may be, for the purposes of this Law, a certified
patient, a voluntary patient or a temporary
patient; and in this definition the- expression
“ psychopathic disorder” means a persistent
disorder or disability of mind which results in
abnormally aggressive or seriously irresponsible
conduct on the part of the patient, and requires
or is susceptible to medical treatment:

Amendment

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Provided that nothing in this definition shall be
construed as implying that a person may be
dealt with under this Law as suﬁering from
mental ailment by reason: Qniy' of Promlscurty
or other immoral conduct ‘

(Amendment) (Guernsey) Law; 1979
