The Bailiff having this day placed before the 
Court an Order of Her MajeSty in Council dated 
the 22nd day of June, 1983, relative to the 
Petition of the States of Guernsey regarding the 
common rights of the habitants of the Clos du 
VaIle, the Court, after the reading of the said Order 
in Council and after having heard Her Majesty's 
Comptroller thereon, ordered that the said Order 
in Council be registered on the records of this 
Island, of which Order in Council the tenor 
followeth: -

WHEREAS there was this day read at the Board 
a Report from the Right Honourable the Lords of 
the Committee of Council for the Affairs of Guern­
sey and Jersey dated the 3rd day of June 1983 in 
the words following, viz.:-

" YOUR MAJESTY having been pleased, by Your 
General Order of Reference of the 22nd day of 
February 1952, to refer unto this Committee the 
humble Petition of the States of the Island of 
Guernsey setting forth:-

, 1. That at their meeting held on the 27th 
day of April 1983, the States of Guernsey 
approved the erection of public lavatories and 
a refreshment kiosk on a parcel of land form­
ing part of the Vale Common and situate at 
Chouet, shown coloured pink on Plan No. 
6675/8. 2. That the Habitants of the Clos du 
Valle have certain common rights over that 
part of the Common. 3. That at a meeting of 
the said Habitants held on the 15th day of 
December 1982, the Habitants present agreed 
that all rights of common of the said inhabi­
tants over the said parcel of land be ceded and 
relinquished in favour of the States of Guernsey 
for a term not exceeding ninety-nine years. 



4. That on the 1st day of March. 1983, a~ter 
publicatioll of the necessary notices, the Royal 
Court of Guernsey considered a Report of the 
President and Members of the Vale Com~ons 
Council dated the said 15th day of Decemb~~ 
1982 and ordered the said Report to be regis­
tered on the Records of the Island, there being 
no opposition thereto. 5. That at their said 

. meeting held on the 27th day of April 1983, 
the States of Guenisey, on the recommendation 
of the said President and Members, authorised 
the Bailiff to present a most humble Petition 
to Your Majesty in Council praying Your 
Majesty to order and direct that for a term 
not exceeding ninety-nine years the common 
rights of the Habitants of the Clos du Valle 
in the parcel of land referred to in paragraph 1 
of this Petition be deemed to have been ceded 
to, and relinquished in favour of, the States of 
Guernsey. And most humbly praying that 
Your Majesty might be graciously pleased to 
order and direct that for a term not exceeding 
ninety-nine years the common rights of the 
Habitants of the Clos du Valle in the parcel 
of land referred to in paragraph 1 of this 
Petition be deemed to have been ceded to, and 
relinquished in favour of, the States of Guern­
sey.' 

"THl;; LORDS OF THE COMMITTEE, in obedience 
to Your Majesty's said Order of Reference, have 
taken the said Petition into consideration and 
do this day agree humbly to report, as their 
opinion, to Your Majesty, that it may be advis­
able for Your Majesty to comply with the prayer 
of the said Petition." 



HER MAJESTY having taken the said Report 
into consideration is pl¢ased, by and with the advice 
of Her privy COlJncil, to approve thereof and to 
order, as it is hereby ordered: that for a term not 
exceeding ninety-nine years the common rights of 
the Habitant~ of the Clos du Valle in the parcel of 
l~nd r~ferred to in paragraph 1 of th~ said petition 
shall be deemed to have been ceded to, and 
relinquished in favour of, the States of Guernsey. 

AND HER MAJESTY doth hereby further 
direct that this Order be entered upon the Register 
of the Island of Guernsey and observed accordingly. 

AND the Lieutenant Governor and Commander­
in-Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and 
Jurats, and all other Her Majesty's Officers for the 
time being in the said Island, and all other persons 
whom it may concern, are to take notice and govern 
themselves accordingly.
