WHEREAS there was this day read at the Board 
a Report from the Right Honourable the Lords of

That the 
said Bill or "Projet de Loi" is in the words 
and figures 'set fQrth in Ithe Schedule hereunto 
annexed. And most humbly praying ,that Your 
Majesty, might be graciously pleased to grant 
Your Royal Sanction to the Bill or "Projet de 
Loi" of the States of Guemsey entitled "The 
Post ,office {Guernsey) Law, 1969" and to order 
that the same shall have force of law in the 
Bailiwick of Guernsey.' 

" THE LORDS OF THE COMMITTEE, in obedience to 
Your M'ajesty's said Order of Reference, have 
taken the said Petition and the said Projet de Loi 
into consideration and do this day agree humbly 
to report, as their opinion, to Your Majesty, that 
it may be advisable for Your Majesty to comply 
wilth the prayer of the said Petition and to approve 
of and ratify the said Projet de Loi." 

HER MAJESTY having taken the said RepOlT 
illito consideration is pleased, by and with the advice 
of Her 'Privy Council, to approve of and ratify the 
said Projet de Loi, and to orcler, as it is her,eby 
ordered, that the same shall have the force of Law 
within the Bariliwick of Guernsey. 

AND HER MAJESTY doth hereby further direot 
that this Order, and the said Projet de Loi ,(a copy 
whereof is hereunto annexed) he entered upon the 
Regis1:er of the Island of Guernsey and observed 
accordingly.

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PROJET DE LOI 

ENTITLED 

The Post Office (Guernsey) Law, 1969 

THE STATES, in pursuance of their ResolUitions 
of the tlhirty-first day of January, nineveen hundred 
and sixty-eight, and of the tJWenty~eighth day of 
May, nineteen hundr·ed and sixty-nine, have 
approved the foLlowing prov1sions which, subjeot to 
the Sanotion orE Her Most Excellent Ma j-esty in 
Council, shaH hav.e ·r0!10e of law in tihe BaiJiw,kk of 
Guernsey. 

PART I 

Constitution and proceedings of the Board 

1. There shall be estlwblished and constituted m 
accordance with the succeeding provisions of tJhis 
Part of w's Law a commitlJee of :the Staves to be 
styl'ed itlhe States Post Office Boalfd (hereinafter ex­
cept in section tlwdve re£ocr·ed to as "the Board") 
which shaM exercise the powers and perform the 
duties confer.red or impos,ed upon i,t bv or under 
the pl'Ovi'sions of ,tihis Law. 

2. (1) The Board shall consist of:-

(a) a President who shaH be a member of the 
States haV'ing a seat Ither·ein; and 

(b) £oUJr other members (hoc.einafter referred to 
as "oroinary members") at least two of 
whom shaill be members of tlhe States hav­
'ing a seat therein; 

which Pr·es1dent and ordina·ry members shall be 
elected :by the States. 
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(2) The 'term of ofiic'e of the person first .elected 
as President 'Of the Board in pursuall!ce of the pro­
visions of the ~ast preceding subsection shall expire 
on 'the thia:'tieth day of April, nineteen hundr,ed and 
sev'enty-one, and ther,eafter the said President shall 
hoM offi,ce for a period o.f three years. 

(3) The Board shall dect annually a Vice­
Presidell!t of the Board :from among the ordinary 
members and the person so elect'ed shaH, if he con­
uinues so long to be an ordill!ary member, ho,ld office 
as Vice-President of the Board for a period of one 
year commencing 'On rthe first day of May next 
following the date of such election save that the 
person first dected as aforesaid as Vice-President of 
the Board shall, if he continues so long 1:0 be an 
ordinary member, hold offioe from the da!t,e of elec­
don until the thir't!ieth day of April, nineteen hun­
dred and seventy-one. 

(4) On the death or reuirement otherwQs'e than 
by effiuxion of,t1me of the 'Petl'son hoMing the office 
of V-ke-President of the Board, the Board shaH 
eJect one of the ordinary member,s to. fill the office 
so vaoat,ed for tJhe remainder of the term then 
cmrent. 

(5) One 'Ordinary member of the Board shall 
retire £rom office 'On the Ithirti.eth day of AprlI, nine­
teen ihundred and s,eventy, and ,rher'ea£ter one 
ordinary member shaLl re1:ire on ,the thirtieth day 
of April, teIiminauing each succeeding period of one 
year. 

(6) The ondinary member to reuir,e in a,ccordanoe 
with ,the provisi'ons of the last pr'ececiill!g SUlbsection 
sha~l be the ordinary member who has held offi,ce 
10ll!gClst since he was last elected or re-eleoted by 
the Stat'es sav,e that when more than one ordinary 
member was elected on the same day the Oitder 

c 
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of their retirement shall he detemnined ,by agreement 
or fai.ling such agreement by lot. 

3. (1) Ealch member of the Board, other than the 
member presiding at a meeting thereof, shall have 
one vore and the person so presiding shall in the 
case 0'£ an .equality of Vloites ha,ve a calSring vote. 

(2) A decision of a majority of the m~bers of 
the Boaro pr,eseDJt and Vloting at a meeting shall he 
a decision of the Boal1d . 

.(3) The quorum fOIl" a meeting iQf the Board 
shall be ,tJhree members and, subJect no the preced­
ing pliOvisiiQns of this seonion, the Board shaJil regu-
late fits own procedure. . 

PART II 

Privileges of the States and general powers relating 
thereto 

4. (1) SUlbjeot no ,the provisions of this sect10'll the 
States, acting by and through :the Board, shall 
within the BallLwkk have the ex:dusive pr.i.vileg,e of 
conv,eyJ.ng t£rom one place to anotJher, and olf per­
forming all the inddentaJ services of ,r,eceiving, 
,collecting, despaltahing and deilivering, aU letters: 

Provided that, subject rto.oomplianoe w.i.th such 
terms, conditions and r,estrict~ons as 'the Board thinks 
fit, the Board may either generally or in 'the case 
of any pal1cicUilar person authooLse-

(a) lerters '110 be sent, convey,ed and delivered 
otherlWi.se than by post; 

(b) the coHeatioo. olf letters otherwise than by 
an officer of the States Post Office, whether 
Ito be despatohed by post or orhel1W,ise. 

(2) Nothing in the furegoi'llg sUibsocnion shall 
make unlawfUll-
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(a) the conveyance and delivery of a letter per­
sonaUy by the sender thereof; 

(b) Jthe sending, conveyance and delivery of a 
letter by means of a private friend who 
himself delive:ps that letter to the addressee; 

(c) Ithe ,sending, conv,eyance and de11V'ery of a 
letter ,concerning ,the private affairs of the 
sender or addressee thereof by means of a 
messenger sent :£or the purpose by Me 
g'ender of the letter; 

(d) tJhe sending, oonveyance and ddiVlery other­
wilSe 'than by post of any document issuing 
out of a OOUilit or of any retul'n or answers 
Ithereto; 

(e) the sending and conv'eyance of letters. from 
merchants who are the owners of a mer­
chant ship or commeraiaJ. aircraft, lOr of 
goods 'carried in such a <ship or aircraft, by 
means of that sh1p or aircraft and the 
delivery ther,eof tQ the addressee by any 
person employed :fior Ithe purpose by those 
merchants, <S'O, ,h!Owev'er, mat n'O payment or 
reward, pl10fit 'Or advantage whMsoever is 
giv,en or r,ecei,v,ed for the ,conveyance or 
de1iv,ery of the letters; 

if) the sending, oonVleyanoe and de1iv,eryof 
,letters by Land by means ,of a common car­
'l'ier, being lett,ers concerning and for 
delivery with goodlS ,oaT11ied by ha.m, so, how­
ever, thalt no paymeht or Iteward, profit or 
aldvantage wha'tsoever is given or received 
for the oonv,eyarl!ce or delivery of those 
letters: 

Provided that nothing ~n this sU!bsectJion shall 
authorise a.ny person to make a collootJion of letters 
for tJhe pU11pose of their being sent or ,conveyed in 
a,ny manner authorised by this subsectJion. 
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(3) Nothwithstanding anything in the Jast fore­
going subsection, the £OI11owing persons are expressly 
fOI1bidden to carry a letter or to receiv,e, colleot or 
de11v,er a letter, even if they receive no payment or 
rewal'd for doing so, that is to say-

(a) 'exoept :bor such letters as are mentioned in 
paragraph (e) of .the la'st foregoing subs'ec­
tion, owners of, or any person on hoard, 
any ,sh1p or aircra:6t on a voyage lOr flight 
between, to lOr f.rom plaoes in the Bailiwkk; 

(b) eXccept for such letlters as are mentioned in 
paragraph {f) of the last foregoing subsec­
tion, 'common ,carders by land or their ser­
vants or agents; 

(c) owners, dnivers or oonductors of public ser-
voke v,eh101es: 

Provided tlhalt this su:bsection shall not make unlaJw­
ful,the receipt, oaJrriage or delivery of letters oerw,een 
places in the Bailiwkk by any penSIOn which would 
othel'wise be lawful by vir.tue of pa,ragmph (a) or, 
if that person is a passenger, paragraph (b) or (c) 
of the last foregoing subseotion . 

(4) For the pmposes of this section, the expres­
s10n "letter" ,indudes a pa,cket, so, howev,er, as not 
to include a new1spa:per or a par,ce! unless a 00IIl­

munica't,ion not fiorming part of a newspaper is con­
tained therein. 

5. (1) Wi1thout prejucLke to subsection (3) of this 
s,ection, if, save as peI1mi1Jt,ed by or under this Law, 
any person does any of the folloWling ,things, that 
is to say-

(a) sends or causes vo he sent, ortenderrs or 
delivers in ol'der to be selllt, aT conv,e)1ls, O~ 
performs any servioe incidental to conv,ey­
ing, othe.11W1se than by post, any postal

packets within the exclusive pniVlilege of the 
States; or 

(b) makes a ,ooillec~i'On of any such POStIM 
pa'ckets :for the purpose 'Of conveyting 'Or 
despatching them ,either by post or other-
WIse; 

the9haH be lia;bIe, on convicti.on, lJO a fine not -exceed­
ing '1Jwenty-fiv-e pounds for every pacIDet, whether 
the packet is sent or is intended to be sent singly 
mtJogether w]th some other pa-cket or thing, and 
if he is in the pra'ctice of dOling any of the sa1id 
thtings ,to an addiotional fine nOit exoeeding two hun­
dred pounds for ev,ery week during which the 
pmctke has oontinued. 

(2) In any proceedings under subseotion (1) of 
rhi!s section, itt shaIl Jie upon the person pl'ooeeded 
aga,inst to prove ,nhat the act to whkh ilios-e proceed­
ings rela,te was done lawfully. 

(3) Without prejudioe no <the foregoing pro­
visions IOf thi!s section,cDIDplianoe with the ,last fore­
going s'ection shall be en£orceable by civil proceed­
ings by the States fDr an ,injunC1Jion or for any other 
appropl'ia'te Lrdief. 

6. Any perslOn who affixes .or atlJaches, or r,equires 
or wU!thoris-es any other per;son no affix or attach, no 
any posrail packet any label, mark or other devioe 
indiJoating, intended ,to indkane Dr cwpable of being 
taken as ind~mting that asU!m of money, other than 
postage or .onheLr sums ,chargeable in respect of pDstal 
pa1ck'ets by vil'tue of SU!bseC1Jion (1) of seo1Jion thirteen 
of ,this Law, hals been paid fDr the purpose of <collect­
ing, oDnv-eying or deliv'ering such postal packet 
within the exclU!siv'e prlivilege .of the States or per­
forming any servioes incidental thereto sha111 be 
guil:ty of an off,ence and ltiwble, on oonVlioniJon, lJO a 
fine n:ot exceeding five hundred pounds. 

Affixing of 
labels etc. 
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7. Subject ~o the provisions of this Law, the Board 
may estab11sh such posts and post offices as the Board 
thinks expedi'ent, and collect, receive, fo!!'ward, con­
vey and de1iv'er in such manner as the Boaro thinks 
e~pedient a<JJl. postal pa:ckets transmi'bted within or 
to or from Ithe Bai1iJw1ck. 

PART III 

Powers and duties of the Board 

8. {I) The Boord shaLl ha,ve pQlWer-

(a) Ito provide postal ~ervioes (induding cash on 
deliv,ery IserYikes); 

(b) >1lO provide a bankingservke of the kind 
commonly knOlWn as a gko system and such 
other services by means of which money 
may be l'emitted (whether by means of 
money orders, postal orders or .otherwise) as 
it thinks fit; 

(c) to provide data processing services; and 
(d) ,tQ perfol11ll services for Her Majesty's 

Government in the U n~ted Kingdom, He!!' 
Majesty's Government in Northern Ireland, 
the Smites 'Of Guernsey, the States 'Of Alder­
ney or the Chief P~eas of Sark, or the 
gove1'l1llIlent of a oountry O!!' terri1tory 'Out­
side the Btai:li.;wick or for the Post Office 
or ror lQcal or na'uional health service 
authorit1es in the United lCJingdom. 

(2) The powers conferr'ed by Ithe fol'egoing sub­
soouion on the HOard include power for it-

{a) to construct, manufa'C1JUre, produce, pur­
ch<lJse, take on hk,e or hhe-purch<lJSe, insta~l, 
mai!lJta,in and repalk anyuhing Tequired for 
the purposes of [ItS business; 
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(h) tOo COIlistruCt, manrufaeture, produce or pur­
-chase fOif supply to others any art~cles .of a 
kind 'siIl1li.iliar to any 00 required and to 
instaU, ma,intain, ocepai[' and itest for o1Jhers 
articles of such a kind; 

(c) to provide others w1th the serwl()es of per­
sons employed by 1t for the purpose of 
undertaking for them ,taskiS of a ktind which, 
in 1Jhe 'cOourse of the provision OIl" perform­
ance tby itt of any serv,1oe fulling within the 
fovegoing subseetion, a[',e undermken thy per­
<sons so employed; 

(d) to prowde, for tJhe benefit of others, con­
sW1Jancy and adviisory services -concerning 
anything tJhat ]t does tin eX!erdse of its 
poweIls or has power to do and fa.ciiLities for 
tJhe training of persons for any purpose con­
nected ,'wUJth anythlng that iii: so does 'Or has 
i)lOW,er to do; 

(e) 1:10 enter into and carry out agr,eements with 
any person for the ,aarrying on by him, 
whethetr as i,ts agent or otherwise, of any 
of the activities wh~oh itself may car.ry on 
.or fur tlhe lcarrying .on jointly by him and 
it of any of those actiViities; 

(f) to do a:nythiing for the purpose of advanoing 
the skill IQf persons lemp1oy,ed by at or that 
of persoIlis who, .though nOot so emp[oyed, 
areengagmg thems.ffiv,es, or have it in con­
t'emplia:tlion to en~ge themselves, in work 
,of a kind in the ca'se of whim it has or may 
>ba v'e adir,ect or indirect -concern in the pro­
ducts thereof; 

(g) to enter in1JO, and ,carry out, agreements 
with persons who ,carryon business as car­
mers 'of goods, for the carniage by it on theLr 
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behalf of goods cODJs,j,gned to them for car­
riage by them; 

{h) no do aill other things whkh. tin its opinion, 
ar,e requisite or e~pedient to faciLitate the 
prOlper carrying on of ,its ,busines's. 

1(3) The prov~sions of ,nhi,s seam'0n sha,l1 not be 
construed als Limiting any plOwer OIf the Board con­
ferred by Dr under ,any other p1'ovisiDn of this Lam. 

9. (l) h shaLl he tihe duty of the Boatrd so tto ,exer­
cise its powers as to meet the soaial, industrial and 
oommerciail needs of the Bailiwick in regard to 
mallters that are subserv.ed by <thOts,e pOtwers and, in 
pamicular. to prowde throughout the BaiJi,wkk (sav,e 
in S'0 far as the pTOVIision thefleof is. in ilJS opinion. 
1mpmcticaJble lOr not lTeas'0nably practioahle) such 
servi,oes for the conveyance of letters as sattisfy aU 
rea'soDJable demands jior them.
