WHEREAS ,there was this day read at Ithe Board 
a Report from <the Right Honourable the Lords of

'THAT at a meeting of the States of Alderney 
held on the third day 'Of February, 1967, the 
States adopted a Resolution that a Projet die Loi 
entitled "The Pres~dent of the States IOf Alder­
ney (Validation of Election) Law, 1967" be 
approved: That at the meeting of ,the States 
aforesaid Your Humble Pletitioner was authorised 
to present to Your Majesty in Council a Petil!i'On 
that the said Projet de Loi be sanctioned: That 
the said Projlet de Loi is set forth in the words 
and figures of the Schedule hereunto annexed: 
And most humbly praying thalt Your Majesty 
might be graciously pleased to grant Your Royal 
Sanction to il:he Projet de Loi entitled "The 
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President of .the States of Alderney (Validation 
of ELection) La1w, 1967" and order that the 
same shall have £orce of law within 'the Island 
of Alderney.' 

"THE LORDS OF THE COMMITTEE, in obedience 
to Your Majesty's said Order of Reference, have 
taken the said Pietvtion, and the Projet de Loi 
anne~ed thereto, ,intoconsideration, and do this 
day agree ihumbly to report, as their opinion, to 
Your Majesty, that it may be a:dvisable for Your 
Ma jestytJo comply with the prayer of the said 
P1etition and to approve of and ratify the said 
Projet de Loi." 

HER MAJESTY, having taken the said Report 
into consideration, is pleased, by and with the advice 
of Her Privy Council, to approve of and ratify the 
said Projet de Loi, and to ordier, as ift is hereby 
ordered, that ,the same shall have the rorce of law 
within the Island of Alderney. 

AND HER MAJESTY doth hereby further direct 
that this Order and the said Projet de Loi (a copy 
whereof is hereunto annexed) be entered upon the 
Register of the Island of Guernsey and observed 
3'ccordingly. 

AND the Lieutenant GoV'ernor and Commander­
in-Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and 
Jurats, and all other Her Majesty's Offioers for 
the time being, of the said Island of Guernsey, and 
also the Jurats of th!e said Island of Alderney, and 
all other persons whom it may concern, are to take 
notice and ~overn themselves accordingly.

PROJET DE LO! 
ENTITLED 

The President of the States of Iiderney 
(Validation of Election) Law, 1967 

WHEREAS on the thirtileth day 'Of November, 
nineteen hundred and sixty-six, certain persons 
qualified in accordance with the provisi'Ons 'Of the 
GDvernment 'Of Alderney Law, 1948, to vote at an 
election 'Of members lof il:he States 'Of Alderney pur­
p'Orted to eleot C'Ommander Sydney Peck Herivel, 
Commander 'Of the Most E:x:cellent Order 'Of the 
Br1tish Empire, upon whom has been cDnferred the 
Distinguished Service Cross, in pursuance 'Of the 
provisions of subsection (1) of secti'On thirty-one 10£ 

the said Law, to rthe office of President 'Of the States 
'Of Alderney: 

AND WHEREAS the said election was invalid 
by reason of th!e fact that subsection (2) 'Of ,section 
thirty-four 'Of the said Law provides that an eleotiron 
for rthe oIffice 'Of President of ,the States of Alderney 
shall be held in December of every thivd year afiter 
the year 'One thousand nine hundred and fifty-one: 

AND WHEREAS rthe said Sydney Peck Hedvel 
did 'On the fifth day of January, ninerteen hundred 
and sixty-seven, purport to ,take the 'oath 'Of D'ffice 
in the form prescribed tD be ,taken by the President 
rof the States 'Of Alderney and d1d, thereupon, purpovt 
t'O enter on the duties of the 'Office and thereafter 
to continu~ in 'Office and 1:'0 exercise the powers 'Of, 
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perfDrm the duties of, and 'Otherwise aot a'S President 
of :the States of Alderney a'S if he had been \"alidly 
elected tD thatdffice: 

NOW THEREFORE the StaJtes, ,in pursuance of 
their Resolution 'Of the third day of February, nine­
'teen hundred and sixty..seven, have approved the 
following provisions which, subject to the Sanction 
'Of Her Most Excellent Majesty in Council, shall have 
fDrce of law in the Island 'Of Alderney. 

1. The electiDn held on the thirtieth day lof 
November, nineteen hundred and si:x;ty-six, fDr the 
purpose of electing :the President of the States of 
Alderney (hereinafter referred to as "President") 
shall be deemed to have been an election for the 
dffice of President held on the first day of December 
of that year in accordance with the provisions of 
~ubsectilon (2) of section thirty-four of Ithe Govern­
ment of Alderney Law, 1948 (hereinafter referred 
-to as "the Law of 1948") and Commander Sydney 
Peck Herivel, Commander of ,the Most Excellent 
Order of the British Empire, upon whom has been 
conferred the Distinguished Service Cross, 'shall be 
deemed ,to have been validly elected President on 
Ithat day in accordance with the provisions of sub­
section (1) 'Of section thirtY40ne of the Law of 1948. 

2. (1) The said Sydney Peck Herivel shall be 
deemed Ito have validly taken, on the fifth day of 
January, nineteen hundred and sixty-seven, an oath 
of office before the States of Alderney in the form 
prescribed in pursuance of the provisions of section 
thirty of the Law of 1948 to be taken by the President 
and he shall be deemed -to have validly entered Ion 
the duties of -the o'ffice of President on that day. 

(2) Mrs. Eileen Hoskins, Charles John Richards, 
Esquire, and William John Baron Shade, Esquire, 
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shall be deemed to have validly taken, on the fifth 
day of January, nineteen hundred and sixty-seven, 
an oath of office as members of the States of Alder­
ney before Ithe President in ,the form prescribed in 
pursuance of ,the provi!sions of section thirty of the 
Law of 1948 Ito be taken by members of the said 
States ,and the said persons shall be deemed to have 
validly entered on the duties of affioe as members 
of the said States on ,that day.

6. This Law may be ci<ted as the President of the 
States 'Of Alderney (Validation of Electi'On) Law, 
1967.
