PROJET DE LOI

ENTITLED

The Reform (Amendment) (Guernsey)
"~ Law, 195
THE STATES, in purshance of their Resolutions

of the thirty-first day of May, nineteen hundred and

sevent'y-two,’ and of the twenty-ninth day of January,
nineteen hundred and seventy-five, have approved
the following provisions which, subject to the Sanc-
tion of Her Most Excellent Majesty in Council, shall
have force of law in the Islands of Guernsey, Herm
and Jethou.

1. The Reform (Guernsey) Law, 1948(a), as
amended(b), is hereby further amended as follows,
that is to say:—

(@) in Article 10 thereof, there are hereby
inserted, immediately after paragraph (2),
the following two paragraphs—

“(2A) Subject to the provisions of para-
graph (2B) of.this Article, at an election
for the office of Conseiller, where the num-
ber of candidates is greater than the number
of vacancies, no candidate shall be declared
elected unless he has polled a number of
votes greater than one-half of the number
of members of the States of Election pre-
sent at the meeting at which the election
is held.

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(2B) Where a second ballot becomes
necessary at an election for the office of
Conseiller by reason of the application of
the provisions of paragraph (24) of this
Article, those provisions shall not apply in
relation to the second ballot, which shall
be held at the same meeting of the States
of Election at which the first” ballot was
held.”; :

in Article 12 thereof, for the reference to

‘the 31st day of August there is hereby sub-

stituted a reference to the 31st day of
October;

(c) paragraph (1) of Article 15 thereof is here-

by repealed and the following paragraph is

‘hereby substituted therefor—

“(1) The Douzaine Representatives in the
States of Election shall consist of the ten
Douzaine Representatives elected to the
States of Deliberation in pursuance of the
provisions of Article 14 of this Law and
twenty-four additional Douzaine Represen-
tatives elected for each meeting of the
States of Election by their respective
Douzaines, as follows: — )
(a) from the Parish of Saint Peter
Port, ten Douzeniers; -
(b) from the Parish of Saint Samp-
" “son, three Douzeniers;
" (¢) .from the Parish of the Vale, four
. Douzeniers;
(d) from the Parish of the Castel,
three Douzeniers;
(e} from ‘the Parish of Saint Martin,
" 'three Douzeniers; and
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(f) from the Parish of ‘Saint Andrew,
one Douzenier.”

(d) paragraph (2) of Artlcle 25 -'thereof is here-

by repealed and the following paragraph is
hereby substituted therefor—

“(2) There shall be shown on the Electoral
Roll in respect of every voter his surname, -
Christian names and full postal address,
and such distinguishing number as shall be
ass1gned to him for the purpose by the
Registrar-General.”;

(¢) in paragraph (3) of Article 27 thereof, for

* the words “which shall contain the full

names and addresses of all the persons who
voted at that pollirig station ” there are here-
by substituted the words “ which shall, in
respect of every person who voted at that
polling station, specify his surname, the
initials of his Christian names and the
number assigned to him in pursuance of
the provisions of paragraph (2) of Article 25
of this Law ”’;

Article 39 thereof is hereby repealed and
the following Article is hereby substituted
therefor—

“39. At every election the poll shall open
at ten o’clock in the morning and shall be
kept open until elght o’clock in the evening
of the same day

" Provided that the States may from time to

time by Ordinance vary the times at which
the poll shall open and close.”; and

(g) immediately after Article 45 thereof there

is hereby inserted the following Article and
marginal heading—

45A. (1) Except as authorised
under the provisions of Article

other than 44 of this Law, a person shall

not expend any sum of money
or give any value in money’s
worth with a view to promoting
or procuring the election of a
candidate in any election:
Provided that nothing in this
Article shall be taken to restrict
the publication in a newspaper
or in a broadcast by radio or
television of a statement present-
ing the views of a candidate.

(2) Any person who con-
travenes -the provisions of this
Article shall be guilty of an
offence and liable, on conviction,
to a fine not exceeding one hun-
dred pounds.”. '
