be such as shall, from time to time, be prescribed by the 

States by Resolution.". 

 

Savings. 

 2. On the date of the reconstitution of the Committee first occurring as 

shall be prescribed by the States by Resolution in accordance with the provisions of 

Article 65 of the Law of 1948, as amended by section 1 of this Law, the President 

and every other member of the former Committee in office on that date shall be 

deemed to have resigned: 

 

Provided that such President and every such other member shall be deemed lawfully 

to continue in office during the period between the date of registration of this Law 

on the records of the Island of Guernsey and the date of the reconstitution of the 

Committee as aforesaid and the acts of the former Committee during such aforesaid 

period shall be valid and binding for all purposes and on all persons accordingly and 

anything in process of being done under or by virtue of the Law of 1948 by, or in 

relation to the former Committee at such aforesaid date, whether by way of legal 

proceedings or otherwise, may be continued by, or in relation to the reconstituted 

Committee and in this section, the expression "former Committee" means the 

Committee constituted under the Law of 1948, the expression "reconstituted 

Committee" means the Committee constituted under the Law of 1948 as amended 

by this Law and the expression "Committee" shall be construed accordingly.
