“In accordance with Your Majesty’s General Order of Reference of
22nd February 1952 the Committee have considered a Petition of the States of
Guernsey:

“That, in pursuance of their Resolution of 1st November 2007, the States of
Deliberation at a meeting on 27th February 2008 approved a Projet de Loi entitled The
Reform (Guernsey) (Amendment) Law, 2008 and requested the Bailiff to present a
most humble Petition to Your Majesty in Council praying for Your Royal Sanction to
it. That the Proiet de Loi is as set forth in the attached Schedule. The Petition most
humbly prays that Your Majesty might be graciously pleased to sanction The Reform
{Guernsey) (Amendment) Law, 2008, and to order that it shall have force of law in the
[slands of Guernsey, Herm and Jethou.

“The Committee have considered the Projet de Loi and have agreed to report
that it may be advisable for Your Majesty to approve and ratify it”.

Her Majesty, having taken the report into consideration, was pleased, by and
with the advice of Her Privy Council, to approve and ratify the Projet de Loi (a copy
of which is annexed to this Order) and to order that it, together with this Order, shall
have the force of law in the Islands of Guernsey, Herm and Jethou and shall be entered
on the Register of the Island of Guernsey and observed accordingly.

PROJET DE LOI

ENTITLED

The Reform (Guernsey) (Amendment) Law, 2008

THE STATES, in pursuance of their Resolution of the 1* November, 2007a,
have approved the following provisions which, subject to the Sanction of Her Most
Excellent Majesty in Council, shall have force of law in the Islands of Guernsey,

Herm and Jethou:-

Amendment of Law of 1948.

1. (D) The Reform (Guernsey) Law, 1948, as amendedb is further

amended as follows.
2) In Article 52A(1) (a) for "six years" substitute "four years".

3) In Article 52A(2) after "in the parish concerned," insert

"resigns his office in accordance with paragraph (4) of this Article,".
4) After Article 52A(3) insert -

"(4) A Constable or Douzenier may at any time resign his

office, provided that -

3. (1) The expiry of the term of office of the Douzeniers elected
before the commencement of this Law as set out in column 2 of the Schedule shall,
following the commencement of this Law, be as set out in column 3 of the

Schedule.

(2) When a person listed in the Schedule has ceased to hold office
before the commencement of this Law the term of office of the Douzenier elected in

his place shall expire on the same date as that which applied to his predecessor.
