PROJET DE LOI 
ENTITLED 

The Registration of Births and Deaths 
(Amendment) (Guernsey) Law, 1969 

THE STATES, in pursuance of their Resolution 
of the thirtieth day of October, nineteen hundred 
and .sixty-eight, have 'approved the following pro,­
visions which, suh}ect Ito the SanctJion of Her Most 
ExoeLlent Ma;jesty tin Council, shaH have force of 
la'w in the Bai}i'wick of Guernsey. 

1. The Lawenttitled "LOti relative it l'Enreglistre- Amend­

ment des Naissances ·et Deoes dans Ie BailJiage de r:!ts 0:0 
l'Ile de Guernesey" of the ninnh day of March, [1ine- 1935. 

teen hundred and thirty-five, as amended(a) (herein-
art·er referred to as " the principaT Law"), is hereby 
further amended as follows, rthat is to, say:-

(a) tin Artkles 9, 11 and 12 thereof, the words 
"ou 1a cause probable de mort", wherever 
they oocur, are her.eby repealed; 

(b) in Artiole 13 thereof, the words" ou de la 
ca;use probable de mont" are hereby 
repealed; 

(c) in Artide 14 thereof, the .words " ou la cause 
probable" are hereby repealed; 

(cl) Form C set out in nhe Schedule thereto is 
hereby repea;led and Ithe Form ,set out in 
the Sohedule to this Latw is hereby sub­
stituted therefor;

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(e) m Form D of the Schedule ttheret'O, the 
w'Ords "'OU la cause probahle" aTe hereby 
repealed. 

2. (1) This Law may be oited as the Registrati'On 
'Of Births and Deaths ;(Amendment) (Guernsey) Law, 
1969, and nhis Law and the principail Law may be 
oited t'Ogether as 1Jhe Registratli'On of Births and 
Deaths (Guernsey) Laws, 1935 and 1969. 

(2) ThiJs Law shan oome inJtO £OJece 'On such date 
as the States may by Ordinance appoint.
