Amendment of 2000 Law. 

 1. The Regulation of Fiduciaries, Administration Businesses and 

Company Directors, etc (Bailiwick of Guernsey) Law, 2000 as amended

Amendment of section 19 of the 2000 Law. 

 2. In section 19 of the 2000 Law - 

 

(a) for subsection (4) substitute - 

 

"(4) The grounds of an appeal under this section are that -

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(a) the decision was ultra vires or there was some 

other error of law, 

 

(b) the decision was unreasonable,

(e) there was a material error as to the facts or as 

to the procedure ", 

 

(b) in subsection (8) for the words, numbers, brackets and letters 

"described in subsection (1)(c) or (f) or (k)" substitute the 

words "of the Commission", and 

 

(c) after subsection (11) insert the following subsection - 

 

"(12) In subsections (10) and (11) "the Royal Court" means 

the Royal Court sitting as an Ordinary Court, constituted by the Bailiff 

sitting unaccompanied by the Jurats; and for the purposes of an appeal under 

this section the Royal Court may appoint one or more assessors to assist it in 

the determination of any matter before it.". 

 

Interpretation. 

 3. The Interpretation (Guernsey) Law, 1948

 applies to the 

interpretation of this Law throughout the Bailiwick.
