PRO]ET DE LOI

ENTITLED o

The Rent Control (Emendment)
(Guernsey) Law, 1912

THE STATES, in pursuance of thelr Resolutxon
of the first day of June, nineteen hundred and
seventy-two, have approved the following provisions
which, sub]ect to the Sanction of Her Most Excel-
lent Majesty in Council, shall have force of law
in the Island of Guernsey.

1. In subsection (1) of section seven of the Rent
Control Law (Guernsey), 1946(a), the words “eight
per centum” are hereby repealed 'and the words
“twelve per centum ” are hereby substituted there-
for.

2. This Law may be cited as the Rent ControI
(Amendment) (Guernsey) Law 1972. :
