of which Order in Council the tenor followeth: —

WHEREAS there was tthis day read at the Board
a Repont from the Right Honourable the Lords of
the Committee of Couwnail for the Affairs of Guern-
sey and Jersey, dated the 18th day of June 1969, in
the words following, viz.:

“Your Majesty, having been pleased, by Your
General Ornder of Reference of the 22nd day of
February 1952, to wefer unto this Committee the
thumble Petition of Sibyl Mary Hathaway, D.B.E.,
Dame de Sercq, William Baker, Esquire, M.B.E.,
Seneschal, and John Peter Guille, Esquire, Prévot
of the Island of Sark, setting forth:—

‘1. That, in pursuance of their Resolutions of
the twenty-first day of April nineteen hundred
and sixty-five, the thirteenth day of April nine-
teen hundred and sixty-six and the fourth day of
Ooctober nineteen hundred and sixty-seven, the
Chief Pleas of the Island of Sark at a meeting
held on the 9th day of April nineteen hundred
and sixty-nine approved a Bill or Projet de Loi,
entithed “The Road Traffic (Horse-Drawn
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Vehiales) (Sark) Law, 1969 7. 2. That the said
Bill or “Pwojet de Lioi” is in the words and
figures set fomth in the Schedule hereunto
annexed. Amd most humbly praying that Your
Majesty might be graciously pleased ito grant
Your Royal Sanation to the Bill or “Projet de
Loi” of the Chief Pleas of Sark entitled “ The
Road Traffic (Horse-Drawn Vehicles) (Sark) Law,
1969 ” and wo order that whe same shall have
the force of Law in the Island of Sark.

“Tue Lorps oF THE COMMITTEE, in obedience to
Your Majesty’s said Order of Reference, have
taken tthe said Petition and ithe said Projet de Loi
into consideration, and do this day agree humbly
to report, as their opinion, to Your Majesty, that
it may be advisable for Your Majesty to comply
wiith whe prayer of the said Petition and to approve
of and ratify t¢he said Projet de Loi.”

HER MAJESTY having mtaken the said Report
into consideration is pleased, by and with the advice
of Her Privy Council, to approve of and ratify the
said Projet de Loi, and to order, as it is hereby
ordered, that the same shall have the force of Law
within the Island of Sark.

AND HER MA]JESTY dcuh hereby further direct
that whis Order, and whe said Projet de Loi (a copy
whereof is hereunto annexed), be entered upon the
Register of the Island of Guernsey and observed
accondingly.

AND the Licutenant-Governor and Commander-
in-Chief of whe Bailiwick of Guernsey, the Bailiff
and Jurats, and all other Her Majesty’s Officers for
the time being in the said Badiliwick, and all other
persons whom it may concemn, are ito take motice:
and govern themselves accordingly.

PROJET DE LOI

ENTITLED

The Road Traffic (Horse-Drawn Vehicles)
(Sark) Law, 1969

THE CHIEF PLEAS OF SARK, in pursuance of
their Resolutions of the twenty-first day of April,
nineteen hundred and sixty-five, the thinteenth day
of April, mineteen hundred and sixty-six, and the
fourth day of Oatober, nineteen hundred and sixty-
seven, have approved the following provisions whiah,
subjeat o the Sanotion of Her Most Exocellent
Majesty in Coundil, shall have force of kaw in this
Island.

Licensing of horse-drawn vehicles

L. (1) A person shall not drive or attempt wo drive
a horse«drawn vehicle on or along any of the public
roads unless that horse-drawn vehidle is for the
time being licensed in accordance with the succeed-
ing provisions of this Law.

(2) Any person who desires go obtain a licence
for a horse-drawn vehicle in pursuance of the pro-
visions of this Law (hereinafter referred wo as “a
thorse-drawn vehicle licence ”) shall make application
in ithat behalf to the Constable and shall furmish
to the Constable such panticulars with regand ito that
thorse-drawn vehicle as the Constable may, from time
o time, require.

(3) Subject o the provisions of seotions four, five
and six of this Law, on an application being made
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to him in pursuance of the provisions of the last
preceding subsection and upon payment by the
applicarit of the fee presaribed in the next succeeding
seation, the Constable shall dssue wo the applicant a
horse-drawn vehicle Yicence in such form and subject
to such conditions as he may deem it necessary or
expedient to impose.

Fee for horse-drawn vehicle licence

2. The fee payable for a horse-drawn vehicle
licence issued in pursuance of the provisions of sub-
secuion (3) of the last preceding section in respect
of any of the categories of horse-drawn vehicles set
out in the left hand column of the Schedule wo this
Law shall be she fee specified in relation wo shat
category of horsesdrawn vehidle in the right hand
column of that Schedule.

Period of validity and renewal of horse-drawn vehicle
licences

3. (1) A horse«drawn vehicle licence issued in pur-
suance of the provisions of seation one of this Law

shiall be valid until the nﬁhnntydﬁmt day of March
nexi following the date of such issue and thereafter,
upon being renewed in pursuance of the provisions
of whe mext succeeding subseation, shall be valid
during the peniod commencing on the first day of
April in any year and ending on the whirty-first
day of March in the year next following, both dates
inclusive.

(2) Subjeat o the provisions of seations four, five
and six of this Law, a horse-drawn vehicle licence
issued in pursuance of the provisions of section one
of ithis Law shall be renewed by the Constable upon
an application being made wo him in what behalf on
or before the thirvy-first day of March in any year
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and upon payment by the applicant of the fee speci-
fied in the right hand column of the Schedule to
this Law in welation to the category of horse-drawn
vehicle set out in the left hand column of dhat
Schedule ¢o which the application relates.

Conditions of issue and renewal

4, A horse-drawn wehicle licence issued or renewed
in pursuance of the :prov&sio;ns cf whis Law: —

(a) shall be issued or renewed, as the case may
be, only in respeat of the horse-drawn
vehicle specified in whe application for the
issue or the renewal of the licence;

(D) shall not be wransferred otherwise than by
an endorsement ithereon by the Constable.

Test certificates

5. (1) The Constable shall mot issue or renew a
horse-drawn vehidle licence in pursuance of whe pro-
visions of this Law unless there is produced to him
a cartificate (hereinafter referred to as a “test centi-
ficate ’) given and signed by a person (hereinafiter
referred to as a “ Vehicle Inspector ) approved in
that behalf by the Chief Pleas Road Traffic Com-
mittee (hereinafter referred wo as “the Committee )
and stating that, after examining the horse-drawn
vehicle o which the test cemtificate welates on a date
not earlier than swo months before the date on
wihich application fior the issue or renewal of a horse-
drawn vehicle licence in respeat of that horse-drawn
vehicle is made, the Vehicle Inspector is of the
opinion what the horse-drawn vehicle is roadwonthy.

(2) In examining a horse«drawn vehicle for the
pumposes «of giving a test certificate in wespeat of that
vehicle a Vehidle Inspector shall have panticular
regard ©o:—
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(@) the efficiency and safety of the wheels and
shadts thereof;

(b) the efficiency of all the brakes firted thereto;

(c) the comdition of any tyres fitted to the
wheels thereof;

(d) the condition and safety of the frame
thereof. ‘

(3) A test certificate given by a Vehicle Inspector
in respect of a horse-drawn vehicle shall contain the
ft}il)l;owvin-g particulars : —

(a) the name and address of the owner of whe
vehicle;

(b) the number assigned o the vehicle by the
Vehicle Inspector for the purposes of identti-
ficaion;

(c) the date on which the vehicle was examined
for the purpose of giving the test centificate;

and such fumther particulars as the Constable may,
from time to time, require.

(4) The Vehicle Inspeator shall, on giving a test
cemtificate in wespeot of a horse-drawn vehicle, mark
on or attach to that vehicle, in such manmner as the
Committee may firom mime to time direat, the num-
ber assigned o it by him in pursuance of the pro-
visions of paragraph (b) of the last preceding sub-
seqtion.

{5) The cost of examining a horse-drawn vehicle,
the marking thereon or the attaching whereto of a
number and ithe giving of a test certificate in pur-
suance of the provisions of this seation shall be borme
out of monges provided by the Chief Pleas.
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Certificate of insurance to be produced

6. The Constable shall not issue or renew a horse-
drawn vehicle licence in pursuance of the provisions
of this Law unless there is produced to him a certifi-
cate of inswrance indicating that on whe date on
which the licence comes into operation or the renewal
becomes effective, as the case may be, there will be
in force a policy of insurance complying with the
requiremenits of this Law in relation to the user of
the thorse-drawn vehicle by whe applicant or by other
persons to be covered by the said policy in wespect
of the use by them of that horse-drawn vehicle.

Insurance of horse-drawn vehicles

7. (1) Subject to the provisions of whis section, a
person shall not drive or attempt to drive, or cause
or permit any other person o drive or attempt 0
drive, a horse-drawn vehicle on or along any of the
public roads unless where is in force in relation to
the mser of what vehicle by that person or that other
person, as the case may be, such a policy of insurance
in wespect of third-party risks as complies with the
requirements of this seation.

(2) In order to comply with the requiremenits of
this seotion, a policy of insurance shadl be a policy
which : —

(@) is issued by a person who is an authornised

insurer within the 'meaning of the Road
Traffic (Compulsory Third-Party Insurance)
(Guernsey) Law, 1936 (hereinafter referred
1o as “the Guernsey Law of 1936 7);

(b) insures such person, persons or classes of
persons as may be specified in whe policy in
respect of any liability which may be inour-
red by him or them in respeat of the death
or bodily injury to any person caused by
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or arising out of the use of the horse-drawn
vehidle:

Provided that such a policy shall not be required
10 cover : —
(i) liability in respect of the death arising out
of and in the course of his employment of
a person in whe employ of a person insured
by whe policy or of bodily injury sustained
by such person arising out of and in che
course of his employmenit; or -
(if) any contractual liability.

(3) A policy of insurance shall be of mo effect
for the purposes of this seotion unless and until
there is delivered by the insurer to the person by
whom whe policy is effeated a centificate in the form
prescribed under the Guernsey Law of 1936, and
containing such particulars of any conditions subject
to which the pelicy is dissued and such other par-
ticulars as may be so prescribed.

Driving under the influence of drink or drugs

8. A person when driving or attempting to drive,
or when in charge of, a horse-drawn vehicle on any
of the public roads shall nor be under the influence
of drink or of a drug to such an extent as to be
incapable of having proper control of the horse-
drawn vehicle.

Offences

9. A person who: —
{a) contravenes any of the provisions of this
Law; or
(b) in conneotion with any application for the
issue or renewal of a horse-drawn vehicle
licence in pursuance of the provisions of this
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Law, knowingly makes any false statement
or recklessly makes any statement which is
false in @ material particular; or

(¢} fails o comply with any conditions attached
to any thonse-drawn vehicle licence; or

(d) without the permission of the Comstable,
erases or removes the number marked on
or attached to a horsedrawn vehicle in
pursuance of the provisions of subsection (4)
of seation: five of this Law;

shall be guilty of an offence and liable, on conviation,
to a fine not exceeding fifity pounds or to imprison-
ment for a term mot exceeding six months or to both
such fine and such term of imprisonment and in
addition o or in substitution for any such punish-
ment may be disqualified from holding or obtaining
a horse.drawn vehicle licence under the provisions
of this Law or from holding or ab-tadmri,r}vg a horse-
drawn vehicle licence for such period as the court

may think fit.

Interpretation

10. (1) In this Law, unless whe context otherwise
requires, the following expressions have the mean-
ings hereby respeatively assigned to them, that is
1o !sa.y:__

“horse-drawn vehicle” Includes a vehicle drawn

by a pony, a donkey or a mule;

“ipolicy of insurance ” includes a cover note;

“public road” means any road, street, lane or

place which is public or to which the public
has access.
(2) Except so far as whe contexit otherwise we-

quires, any reference in this Law ¢o any other enact-
ment shall be construed as a reference to that enact-
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ment as amended, repealed and we-enacted, extended
~or applied by or under any subsequent enactment
including this Law.

(3) The Interpretation {(Guernsey) Law, 1948,
shall apply to whe interpretation of this Law as if the
same were an enactment in force in the Island of
Guernsey.

Citation

I1. This Law may be cited as the Road Traffic
(Horse-Drawn Vehicles) (Sark) Law, 1969.
Commencement

12. This Law shall come into force on such date
as the Chief Pleas may by Ordinance appoint.
