~ The Deputy Bailiff having this day placed before
the Court an Order of Her Majesty in Council dated
the 15th day of March, 1989 approving and ratifying
a Projet de Loi of the States of Guernsey entitled
“The Saint Peter’s Church Hall (Trust) (Guernsey)
Law, 1989 ”, THE COURT, after the reading of the
said Order in Council and after having heard Her
Majesty’s Procureur thereon, ordered that the said
‘Order in Council be registered on the records of this
Island, of which Order in Council  the tenor
followeth ; —

WHEREAS there was this day read at the Board
a Report from the Right Honourable the Lords of
the Committee of Council for the Affairs of Guern-
sey and Jersey dated the 16th day of February 1989
in the words following, viz.:—

“Your Majesty having been pleased, by Your
General Order of Reference of the 22nd day of
February 1952, to refer unto this Committee the
humble Petition of the States of the Island of
Guernsey setting forth:—

‘1. That, in pursuance of their Resolution of
the 16th day of March 1988, the States of
Deliberation at a meeting held on the 26th day
of October 1988 approved a Bill or “Projet de
Loi” entitled “The Saint Peter’s Church Hall
(Trust) (Guernsey) Law, 1989”7, and requested
the Bailiff to present a most humble Petition to
Your Majesty in Council praying for Your
Royal Sanction thereto. 2. That the said Bill or
“Projet de Loi” is set forth in the Schedule
hereunto annexed. And most humbly praying
that Your Majesty might be graciously pleased
to grant Your Royal Sanction to the Bill or
“Projet de Loi” of the States of Guernsey
entitled “ The Saint Peter’s Church Hall (Trust)
(Guernsey) Law 19897, and to order that the
same shall have force of law in the Island of
Guernsey.’
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“The Lords of the Committee, in obedience to
Your Majesty’s said Order of Reference, have
taken the said Petition and the said Projet de
Loi into consideration and do this day agree

humbly to report, as their opinion, to Your
Majesty, that it may be advisable for Your Majesty
to comply with the prayer of the said Petition and
to approve of and ratify the said Projet de Loi.”

HER MAJESTY having taken the said Report
into consideration is pleased, by and with the advice
of Her Privy Council, to approve of and ratify the
said Projet de Loi, and to order, and it is hereby
ordered, that the same shall have the force of Law
within the Island of Guernsey.

AND HER MAJESTY doth hereby further direct
that this Order, and the said Projet de Loi (a copy
whereof is hereunto annexed), be entered upon the
Register of the Island of Guernsey and observed
accordingly.

AND the Lieutenant Governor and Commander-
in-Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and
Jurats, and all other Her Majesty’s Officers for the
time being in the said Island, and all other persons
whom it may concern, are to take notice and govern
themselves accordingly.

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PROJET DE LOI

The Saint Peter’s Church Hall (Trust)
(Guernsey) Law, 1989

THE STATES, in pursuance of their Resolution
of the 16th day of March, 1988, have approved the
following provisions which, subject to the Sanction
of Her Most Excellent Majesty in Council, shall
have force of law in the Island of Guernsey.

1. The proceeds of sale of the Saint Peter’s church
hall shall be held by the trustees on trust for the
needs of the parish church of Saint Pierre du Bois
and for charitable purposes generally.

2. The Rector and Churchwardens shall appoint,
and when necessary replace two trustees to act jointly
with them in the execution of the trust established
by section 1.

3. The trustees shall—

(@) apply the proceeds of sale of the Saint Peter’s
church hall for the needs and purposes
mentioned in section 1;

(b) invest any part of the proceeds of sale not
so applied; and

(¢) vary any such investment,
in such manner and to such extent as in their abso-
lute discretion, they think fit.

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4. The trustees shall report on their activities
under section 3 to the annual vestry meeting of the
members of the parish church of Saint Pierre du
Bois.

5. In this Law—

“the proceeds of sale of the Saint Peter’s church
hall ” means the net proceeds of sale (includ-
ing any increment thereto and income thereof)
arising' from the conveyance registered on the
13th May, 1986 of all those premises com-
prising a building known as Saint Peter’s
church hall and land (the site whereof
formerly formed a field called “Le Courtil
de Haut”) the whole adjoining and situate
at Les Buttes in the parish of Saint Peter-in-
the-Wood on Fiefs Saint Michel and Fuit
Bouvees made between the Rector and Church-
wardens of the one part and the Trustees of
a trust entitled “ Western Parishes Youth and
Community Centre Trust” of the other part
for the sum of £36,000;

“the Rector and Churchwardens” means the
Rector and Churchwardens for the time being
of the parish of Saint Pierre du Bois;

“the trustees” means the Rector and Church-
wardens and the trustees appointed for the
time being under section 2.

6. This Law may be cited as the Saint Peter’s
Church Hall (Trust) (Guernsey) Law, 1989.
