The Bailiff having this day placed before the Court
an Order dated the 26th day of March, 1963, of the
Counsellors of State in Council on behalf of Her
Majesty, bemg authorlsed thereto by Letters Patent
dated the 22nd day of January, 1963, ratifying a
Projet de Loi entided “ The South Africa (Bailiwick
of Guernsey) Law, 1963 , the Court, after the read-
ing of the said Order in Council and after having
heard Her Majesty s. Procureur thereon, ordered that
the said Order in Council be registered on the records
of this Island and that an extract of this present Act,
together with a copy of the said Order in Council,
be sent by Her Majesty’s Greflier to the Clerk of the
Court of Alderney and to the Seneschal of Sark for
registration on the records of those Islands respec-
tively, of which Order in Council the tenor follow-
eth;—

WHEREAS Her Majesty, in pursuance of the
Regency Acts, 1937 to 1953, was pleased, by Letters
Patent dated the twenty-second day of January, 1963,
to delegate to the following Counsellors of State (sub-
ject to the exceptions hereinafter mentioned) or any
two or more of them, that is to say, His Royal High-
ness The Prince Philip, Duke of Edinburgh, Her
Majesty Queen Elizabeth The Queen Mother, Her
Royal Highness The Princess Margaret, Countess of
Snowdon, His Royal Highness The Duke of
Gloucester, His Royal Highness Prince William of
Gloucester and His Royal Highness The Duke of
Kent, full power and authority during the period of
Her Majesty’s absence from the United Kingdom to
summon and hold on Her Majesty’s behalf Her Privy
Council and to signify thereat Her Majesty’s approval
for anything for which Her Majesty’s approval in
Council is required:

Anp wraEREAS Her Majesty was further pleased to
except from the number of the said Counsellors of
State His Royal Highness The Prince Philip, Duke
of Edinburgh, Her Royal Highness The Princess
Margaret, Countess of Snowdon, His Royal Highness
The Duke of Gloucester, His Royal Highness Prince
William of Gloucester and His Royal Highness The
Duke of Kent while absent from the United King-
dom: :
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And whereas there was this day read at the Board
a Report from the Right Honourable the Lords of
the Committee of Council for the Affairs of Guernsey
and Jersey, dated the 20th day of March, 1963, in
the words following, viz.:—

“Your Majesty having been pleased, by Your

~ General Order of Reference of the 22nd day of

February, 1952, to refer unto this Committee the

humble Petition of the States of the Island of
Guernsey, setting forth:—

‘1. That, in pursuance of their Resolution of
the 26th day of September, 1962, the States of
Deliberation at a meeting held on the 31st day
of October, 1962, approved a Bill or “ Projet de
Loi” entitled “The South Africa (Bailiwick of
Guernsey) Law, 1963,” which Bill is designed to
apply to the Bailiwick of Guernsey, and requested
the Bailiff to present a most humble Petition to
Your Majesty in Council praying for Your Royal
Sanction thereto. 2. That the States of the
Island of Alderney at a meeting held on the
2oth day of November, 1962, considered the said
Bill or “Projet de Loi” when a Resolution was
passed agreeing to the application of the same to
Alderney. 3. That the Chief Pleas of the Island
of Sark at a meeting held on the 18th day of
December, 1962, considered the said Bill or
“Projet de Loi” when a Resolution was passed
agreeing to the application of the same to Sark.
4. That the said Bill or “Projet de Loi” is in
the words and figures set forth in the Schedule
hereunto annexed. And most humbly praying
‘that Your Majesty might be graciously pleased
to grant Your Royal Sanction to the Bill or
“Projet de Loi™ of the States of Guernsey en-
titled “ The South Africa (Bailiwick of Guernsey)
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Law, 1963”7 and to order that the same shall
have force of law in the Bailiwick of Guernsey.’

“The Lords of theé Committee, in obedience to
Your Majesty’s said Ordet of Referénice, have taken
the said Petition and the said Projet de Loi into
considération, dnd do this day agree humny to
report, ds their opiniofn, to Your Ma]esty, thHat it
may be advisabl€ for Your Majesty to Comply with
the prayer of the said Petition and to apptove of
and ratify the said Projet de Lot.”

N ow, therefore, Her Ma]esty Queen Elizabeth The
Queen Mother aiid His Royal nghriess The Diike of
Gloucestet, being authorized theteto by thé said
Letters Ijateﬁt have taken the said Report into con-
sideratioh, and do hereby, by and with the advice of
Het Majesty’s Prlvy Council; on Hef Ma]eSty § behalf
approve of and ratify the sdid Projét de Lo, and
order; 48 1t 1§ hereby ordéred, that the sdmié shall have
thé force of Law in the Balhwmk of Gtiernséy :

And do heréby further direct that this O#der; and
the said Prfejer de Loi (a copy, wheréof is Hereunto
annexed) be entéred upon the Register of the Island
of Guefnsey and observed accordifigly.

And thé Licutenant Goverhot and Commander -in-
Chief of thé Island of Guernsey, thé Bailiff anid ]urats,
and #ll other Heér Ma]esty s Officérs, for the time
bemg, in the said Islafid; and all other persons whom
it may concern; are to take notice and govern them-
selves aecéfdingly.

PROJET DE LOI

The South Africa (Bailiwick of Gueriisey)

THE STATES, in pursuance of theii Resolution
of the twenty-sixth day of September, nineteen
hundred and sixty-two, have approved the following
provisions which; subject to the Sanction of Her Most
Excellent Majesty int Council, shall have force of law
in the Bailiwick of Guernsey.

i. For the purposes of the Import Duties Act
(Bailiwick of Guernsey), 1932, as amended, the
Republic of South Africa shall, subject to the general
power of exclusion conferred by subsection (5) of sec-
tion ten thereof, continue to form part of the Com-
monwealth preference aréa and accordingly in the
said seéction tén—

(@) in subsection (4) thereof, all the words which
appear after the word “Nyasaland” are
hereby repealed and the words “together
with Burma, the Republic of Ireland and the
Republic of South Africa:” are hereby sub-
stituted therefor;

(b) in subsection (8) thereof the words “the
Union of South Africa” are hereby repealed
and the words “the Republic of South
Africa” are hereby substituted therefor,

2. The Maintenance Orders (Facilities for Enforce-
ment) (Guernsey) Law, 1955, shall apply in relation
to the Republic of South Africa as it applies in rela-
tion to a part of Her Majesty’s dominions.

3. For the purposes of the Order in Council of the
twenty-fourth day of March, nineteen hundred and
thirtysix and registered on the second day of May
in that year (which provides for a preferential rate
of imp6t on Empire wines) the Republic of South
Africa shall continue to form part of the British
Empire. '

4. This Law may be cited as the South Africa
(Bailiwick of Guernsey) Law, 1963.

5. This Law shall be deemed to have come into
operation on the thirtyfirst day of May, nineteen
hundred and sixty-two. :
