Bailiff to present a most humble Petition to Your Majesty in
Council praying for Your Royal Sanction to it. That the Projet de
Loi is set forth in the attached  Schedule. The Petition most
humbly prays that Your Majesty might be -graciously pleased to
sanction “The States Audit Commission (Guernsey) (Repeal)

PROJET DE LOI

ENTITLED

The States Audit Commission (Guernsey)

(Repeal) Law, 2004

THE STATES, in pursuance of their Resolution of the 31* October, 20033,
have approved the following provisions which, subject to the Sanction of Her Most

Excellent Majesty in Council, shall have force of law in the Island of Guernsey.

Repeal of Law and Ordinance.

1. The States Audit Commission (Guernsey) Law, 1997” and the States

Audit Commission (Guernsey) (Amendment) Ordinance, 2003 are repealed.

Citation.
2. This Law may be cited as the States Audit Commission (Guernsey)

(Repeal) Law, 2004.

Commencement.
3. This Law shall come into force on the day appointed by Ordinance of
the States.
