The States Children Board and Public Assistance 

(Amendment) (Guernsey) Law, 1970 

 

 THE STATES,  in pursuance of their Resolution of the twenty-ninth day of 

October, nineteen hundred and sixty-nine, have approved the following provisions 

which, subject to the Sanction of Her Most Excellent Majesty in Council, shall have 

force of law in the Bailiwick of Guernsey. 

 

PART I 

 

The States Children Board 

 

[Establishment of the Board.] 

 1.  There shall be established and constituted in accordance with the 

provisions of the next succeeding section a committee of the States to be styled the 

States Children Board (hereinafter referred to as "the Board") which shall exercise 

the powers and perform the functions conferred or imposed upon it by or under the 

provisions of this Part of this Law.

In accordance with the provisions of the Machinery of Government

paragraph 8, with effect from 6th May, 2004, the States Children Board has 
since been replaced by the Health and Social Services Department; and the 
functions, rights and liabilities of the States Children Board and of its 
President arising under or by virtue of this Law have been transferred to 
and vested in, respectively,  the Health and Social Services Department and 
its Minister by the Machinery of Government (Transfer of Functions) 
(Guernsey) Ordinance, 2003, section 1, Schedule 1, paragraph 8, with 
effect from that same date, subject to the savings and transitional provisions 
in section 4 of the 2003 Ordinance. In accordance with the provisions of the 
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Organisation of States'  Affairs (Transfer of Functions) Ordinance, 2016, 
section 2, Schedule 1, paragraph 5, with effect from 1st May, 2016, the 
Health and Social Services Department has since been replaced by the 
Committee for Health & Social Care; and the functions, rights and 
liabilities of the Health and Social Services Department and of its Minister 
or Deputy Minister arising under or by virtue of this Law have been 
transferred to and vested in, respectively,  the Committee for Health & 
Social Care and its President or Vice-President by the Organisation of 
States'  Affairs (Transfer of Functions) Ordinance, 2016, section 1, Schedule 
1, paragraph 5, with effect from 1st May, 2016, subject to the savings and 
transitional provisions in section 3 of the 2016 Ordinance.  
 
In accordance with the provisions of the Children (Guernsey and Alderney) 
Law, 2008, section 123, Schedule,  paragraph 19 (shown, incorrectly,  in the 
printed version of the 2008 Law as paragraph 18), with effect from 4th 
January, 2010, this Law is one of those specific enactments that the States 
may repeal,  amend, extend, adapt,  modify or disapply, and make 
transitional and savings provisions in relation to, by Ordinance made under 
the said section 123. 

 
 

[Constitution of the Board. 

 2.  The constitution of the Board shall be such as shall, from time to 

time, be prescribed by the States by Resolution.]

Transfer of functions of former Board.  

 3.  (1) The powers and functions vested in the Children Board under 

and by virtue of the provisions of any of the Laws set out in the First Schedule to 

this Law are hereby transferred to and vested in the Board.  

 

  (2) In addition to the powers and functions transferred and vested 

under the provisions of the last preceding subsection there are so transferred and 

vested all rights and liabilities enjoyed by, or incumbent on, the Children Board in, 

or as a result of, the exercise of those powers or functions.  

 

Transitional provisions; former Board.  

 4.  (1) Nothing done by, or in relation to, the Children Board under 

or as a consequence of the powers or functions transferred under the provisions of

subsection (1) of the last preceding section before the coming into force of this Part 

of this Law shall be invalidated by the coming into force thereof.  

 

  (2) Anything in process of being done under any of the provisions 

of the Laws to which subsection (1) of the last preceding section applies by, or in 

relation to, the Children Board at the time of the coming into force of this Part of 

this Law, whether by way of legal proceedings or otherwise, may be continued by, 

or in relation to, the Board.  

 

Interpretation of Part I.  

 5.  In this Part of this Law the expression "the Children Board" means 

the Children Board of the States Public Assistance Authority constituted under the 

provisions of the Law of 1937.

In accordance with the provisions of the 
Organisation of States'  Affairs (Transfer of Functions) Ordinance, 2016, 
section 2, Schedule 1, paragraph 13, with effect from 1st May, 2016, the 
Social Security Department has since been replaced by the Committee for 
Employment & Social Security; and the functions, rights and liabilities of 
the Social Security Department and of its Minister or Deputy Minister 
arising under or by virtue of this Law have been transferred to and vested 
in, respectively,  the Committee for Employment & Social Security and its 
President or Vice-President by the Organisation of States'  Affairs (Transfer 
of Functions) Ordinance, 2016, section 1, Schedule 1, paragraph 13, with 
effect from 1st May, 2016, subject to the savings and transitional provisions 
in section 3 of the 2016 Ordinance. 

 

 

PART II 

 

Transfer of certain functions from the Hospital Board 
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Transfer of functions from Hospital Board.  

 6.  The Country Hospital Charitable Fund Law, 1958 (hereinafter 

referred to as "the Law of 1958")
a
,  is hereby amended as follows – 

 

(a) in paragraph (a) of subsection (1) of section two 

thereof, the words "the Hospital Board" are hereby 

repealed and the words "such committee of the States 

(hereinafter referred to as "the Committee") as may, 

from time to time, be designated in that behalf by the 

States by Resolution" are hereby substituted therefor,  

 

(b) in paragraph (c) of subsection (1) and in subsection (2) 

of section two and in section three thereof the words 

"the Hospital Board" are hereby repealed and the 

words "the Committee" are hereby substituted 

therefor. 

 

Transitional provisions; Hospital Board.  

 7.  (1) Nothing done by, or in relation to, the Hospital Board under 

or as a consequence of the powers vested in the Hospital Board immediately before 

the coming into force of this Part of this Law under and by virtue of the provisions 

of the Law of 1958 shall be invalidated by the coming into force of this Part of this 

Law. 

 

  (2) Anything in the process of being done under any of the 

provisions of the Law of 1958 by, or in relation to, the Hospital Board at the time 

of the coming into force of this Part of this Law, whether by way of legal 

proceedings or otherwise, may be continued by, or in relation to, the Committee 

referred to in the Law of 1958 as amended by this Part of this Law.  

 

Interpretation of Part II.  

 8.  In this Part of this Law the expression "the Hospital Board" means 

the Hospital Board of the Public Assistance Authority constituted under the 

provisions of the Law of 1937.

 9.  The enactments set out in the left hand column of the Second 

Schedule to this Law are hereby repealed to the extent set out in the right hand 

column of the said Schedule. 

 

General Interpretation.  

 10.  (1) In this Law, unless the context otherwise requires, the 

following expressions have the meanings hereby respectively assigned to them, that 

is to say – 

 

 "the Law of 1937" means the Public Assistance Law, 1937

 "the States" means the States of Guernsey. 

 

  (2) Any reference in this Law to any other enactment shall be 

construed as a reference to that enactment as repealed and replaced, amended, 

extended or applied by or under any other enactment including this Law. 

 

Extent. 

 11.  (1) The provisions of this Law, other than Part II thereof, shall 

have effect throughout the Bailiwick. 

 

  (2) Part II of this Law shall have effect in the Island of Guernsey. 

 

Citation. 

 12.  This Law may be cited as the States Children Board and Public 

Assistance (Amendment) (Guernsey) Law, 1970.
