PROJET DE LOI

‘The States’ Employees (Ineligibility for

Membership of the States) (Alderney)
Law, 1956.

THE STATES, in pursuance of their Resolution

of the 4th day of September, 1956, have approved the

following provisions which, subject to the Sanction

of Her Most Excellent Majesty in Council, shall have

force of law in this Island.

I. _A States’ employee shall not be eligible for
membership of the States.

2. In this Law the expression “ States’ employee ”
means a person employed by the States of Alderney
or by the States of Guernsey in such circumstances
that the States of Alderney or the States of Guernsey,
as the case may be, have the right to require that he

shall devote the whole of his services to such employ-

ment during all the hours of work normally applie-
able thereto.
