General Order of Reference of the 22nd day of
‘February, 1952, to refer unto this Committee the

" humble Petition of the States of the Island of
Guernsey settmg forth: —

‘1. That Elizabeth College in the Island of
Guernsey is governed in accordance with Statutes
sanctioned by an Order in Council of the 28th
December, 1852. 2. That No. 31 (as amended by
Order in: Council of the 12th September, 1953)

- of the said Statutes provides as follows:—
“31. Commencing with Lent Term, 1954, the
Board of Directors shall be entitled to charge
fees in respect of each scholar at such rate per
annum, not exceedmg S1xty Pounds, as the States
may by Resolution from time to tiine authorise
- and, until any such rate is so authorised, at a
rate per annum not exceeding Fifty Pounds.
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No. other charge shall be made except by agree--
~ ment with the parent or guardian of a scholar.”
3. That the Board of Directors of the said College.
desires that the said Statute 31 should be so
modified as to enable the Board to increase
the maximum fee payable by the scholars.
to Seventy-two Pounds per annum each.
4. That, at a meeting of the States of
Deliberation held on the 3sth December,
1956, the States authorised the Bailiff to present:
~a most humble Petition to Your Majesty in.
Council praying for Your Royal Sanction to the
substitution of Statute 31 set forth in the Schedule-
hereto for the present Statute 31 of the Statutes of
Elizabeth College.  And most humbly praying
that Your Majesty might be graciously pleased
to grant Your Royal Sanction to the substitution
of Statute 31 set forth in the Schedule hereto for
the present Statute 31 of the Statutes of Elizabeth
- College.’

“Tue Lorps or tHE COMMITTEE, in obedience to-
Your Majesty’s said Order of Reference, have taken
the said Petition into consideration, and do this day-
agree humbly ‘to report, as their opinion, to Your-
Majesty, that it may be advisable for Your Majesty"
to comply with the prayer of the said Petition.”

HER MA]ESTY having taken the said Reportinto-
consideration, is pleased, by and with the advice of’
Her Privy Council, to approve thereof, and to order,.
as it is hereby ordered, that Statute 31 of the Statutes
of Elizabeth College, Guernsey, shall henceforward be:
as set forth in the Schedule hereto.

AND HER MAJESTY doth hereby further direct
that this Order, and the said Statute 31 as amended
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(‘a copy whereof is set forth in the Schedule hereto)
be entered upon the Register of the Island of Guern-
sey, and observed accordingly.

AND the Lieutenant-Governor and Commander--
in-Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and
Jurats, and all other Her Majesty’s Officers, for the-
time being, in the said Island, and all other persons
whom it may concern, are to take notice and goverm
themselves accerdingly.

“ 31. Commencing with the Trinity Term, 1957, the:
