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THE STATES, in pursuance of their Resolution of the 71" day of April, 1954,
have approved the following provisions which, subject to the Sanction of Her Most

Excellent Majesty in Council, shall have force of law in this Island.

Suspension of execution of order against occupier.

1. The power of the Court under the Law giving the Court increased
power to stay execution in actions for eviction registered on the Records of this Island
on the 31% day of August, 1946, (hereinafter referred to as "'the principal Law") to
suspend execution of an order for the eviction of a tenant or sub-tenant shall
henceforth extend to enable the Court to suspend during such time not exceeding six
months as the Court may consider reasonable execution of any order for the eviction
of an occupier of any premises other than an occupier whose occupation was in its

inception unlawful and the provisions of that Law shall apply accordingly.
