THE STATES, in pursuance of their Resolution 
of the twenty-sixth day of February, nineteen 
hundred and sixty-wne, have app.roved the follow­
ing provisions whiah, subj.ect to the SaIl!otion of Her 
Mlost ExcelJeIl!t Majesty in Council, shall hav'e force 
of law ,in nhe I's,lands of Guernsey, Herm and Jethou. 

1. Lmmediatdy before the definition of the eX'pres­
s~on "Inhe Boa11d " in sectinn two of the Surf -Riding 
(LongbOiards) (Compulsory TJ:hll1d-Party Insurance) 
(Guernsey) Law, 1969, there lis hemby insef<ted the 
foHowing additional defini6on:-

" "assurance company" includes an underwriter 
or associanion of underwriters;". 

2. This Law may be cited as the Surf-Riding­
(Longboards) (Compulsory Third-Party Insurance) 
(Amendment) (Guernsey) Law, 1969. 

3. This La,w shall come into force on such date 
as ,the Snates may by Ordinance appo,int.
