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PROJET DE LOI 
ENTITLED 

The Surf-Riding (Longboards) 
(Compulsory Third-Party Insurance) 

(Guernsey) Law, 1969 

THE STATES, in pursuance of their Resolution 
of the twenty-eighth day of June, nineteen hundred 
and sixty-sev,en, have approved the following pro­
visions which, subject to the Sanotion of Her Most 
Excellent Majesty in Council, shall have force of 
law in the Iislands of Guemsey, Herm and Jethou. 

1. (1) A person shall not use or oause or permit C~mpulsory 
h 

. h .. 1 third party 
any ot er person to use 1m t e terntona waters insurance 
of the Islands of Guernsey, Herm and Jethou a fbor long-
1 b d 1 h .. f . l' hoards. ong oar un ess 1 ere IS In orce In Ire arIOn to t e 
user of that longboard by that person or that other 
pe!'son, as the case may be, a policy of insurance 
i!ssued by an authorised insurer, >the policy being 
one which, subjeot to any restrictions or conditions 
specified therein, insures in an amount of not less 
than fifty thousand pounds such person or class of 
persons as may be specified in the policy in respect 
of any liability which may be incurred by him or 
them in respect of the death of or bodily injury 
to any person in, or on, the water or on the fore-
shore caused by or aris!ing OUJt of the use of that 
longboard. 

(2) In this section the expression "authorised 
insurer" means an assurance oompany for the time 
being approved by the Board. 
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(3) Any pel'son who conrtravenes, or a:ttempts to 
contravene, ,me provisions of subsection (1) of this 
section shall be gui.lty of an offence and liable, on 
conviction, to a fine not exceeding fi£ty pounds or 
to lmprisonment :Eor a term not exceeding three 
months or to both such fine and such term of 
imprisonment. 

2_ In th~s Law the following expressions have the 
meanings hereby 'respectively assigned to Ithem, that 
is to say-

",the Board" means the States Board of Adminis­
tration; 

" longboard " means a boal\d used fm 1Jhe purpose 
of riding the 'surf measuring more than five 
foot in length along a horizontal plane between 
the I1:wo most distant extJrem~ties of the board. 

3. This Law may be cited as the Surf-Riding 
(Longboards) (Compulsory Third-Pall'ty Insurance) 
(Guernsey) Law, 1969. 

4. Thi>s Law shall come into ,force on such date 
as the Stwtes may by Ordinance appoint.
