The Deputy Bailiff having this day placed before

the Court an Order of Her Majesty in Council
dated the 7th day of February, 1989 approving and
ratfying a Projet de Loi of the States of Alderney
entitled “The Uniform Scale of Fines (Alderney)
Law, 1989 ”, THE COURT, after the reading of the
said Order in Council and after having heard Her
Majesty’s Comptroller thereon, ordered:—

That the said Order in Council be registered on
the records of this Island.

That an extract of this present Act together
with a copy of the said Order in Council be
sent by Her Majesty’s Greflier to the Clerk of
the Court of Alderney for registration on the
records of that Island, of which Order in
Council the tenor followeth:—

WHEREAS there was this day read at the Board
a Report from the Right Honourable the Lords of
the Committee of Council for the Affairs of Guern-
sey and Jersey dated the 3rd day of January 1989
in the words following, viz.: —

“Your Majesty having been pleased, by Your
General Order of Reference of the 22nd day of
February 1952, to refer unto this Committee a
humble Petition of Jon Kay-Mouat, Esquire,
President of the States of Alderney. setting forth:

‘That at a meeting of the States of Alderney
held on the 6th day of July 1988 the States
adopted a Resolution that a Projet de Loi
entitled “The Uniform Scale of Fines (Alder-
ney) Law, 1989” be approved: That at the
meeting of the States aforesaid Your Humble
Petitioner was authorised to present to Your
Majesty in Council a Petition that the said
Projet de Loi be sanctioned: That the said
Projet de Loi is set forth in the Schedule here-
unto annexed: And most humbly praying that
Your Majesty might be graciously pleased to
grant Your Royal Sanction to the Projet de Loi
entitled “The Uniform Scale of Fines (Alder-
ney) Law, 19897 and order that the same shall
have force of Law within the Island of Alder-
ney.’
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“The Lords of the Committee, in obedience
to Your Majesty’s said Order of Reference, have
taken the said Petition and the Projet de Loi
annexed thereto into consideration and do this
day agree humbly to report, as their opinion, to
Your Majesty, that it may be advisable for Your
Majesty to comply with the prayer of the said
Petition and to approve of and ratify the said
Projet de Loi.”

HER MAJESTY, having taken the said Report
into consideration, is pleased, by and with the advice
of Her Privy Council, to approve of and ratify the
said Projet de Loi, and to order, and it is hereby
ordered, that the same shall have the force of law
within the Island of Alderney.

AND HER MAJESTY doth hereby further direct
that this Order and the said Projet de Loi (a copy
whereof is hereunto annexed) be entered upon the
Register of the Island of Guernsey and observed
accordingly.

AND the Lieutenant Governor and Commander-
in-Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and
Jurats, and all other Her Majesty’s Officers for the
time being, of the said Island of Guerneey, and also
the Jurats of the said Island of Alderney, and all
other persons whom it may concern, are to take
notice and govern themselves accordingly.

PROJET DE LOI

ENTITLED

The Uniform Scale of Fines (Hlderney)
Law, 1989

THE STATES, in pursuance of their Resolution
of the 6th day of July 1988, have approved the
following provisions which, subject to the Sanction
of Her Most Excellent Majesty in Council, shall
have force of law in the Island of Alderney.

1. (1) There shall be a scale of fines for offences The

under Alderney legislation, which shall be known as ﬁllciifeorggy
“the Alderney uniform scale”. scale of fines,

(2) The Alderney uniform scale at the com-
mencement of this section is shown in the following

table:
TABLE
Level on the scale Amount of fine

£50
£100
£200
£500
£1,000

(3) The States may from time to time by Ordi-
nance vary any of the sums specified in subsection
(2) of this section:

PROVIDED THAT the amount of the fine corres-
ponding to each level on the Alderney uniform
scale shall at no time exceed the amount of the

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fine corresponding to that level on the uniform
scale established by section 1 of the Uniform Scale
of Fines (Bailiwick of Guernsey) Law, 1989(a).

(4) A penalty provision which refers to a specified
level on the Alderney uniform scale shall be con-
strued as referring to that level on the uniform scale
for which this section provides, as that uniform scale
has effect from time to time by virtue either of
subsection (2) of this section or of an Ordinance
made under subsection (3) of this section.

2. (1) This section applies to every penalty pro-
vision of—

(¢) a Law applicable only in Alderney and
registered on the Records of the Island of
Guernsey before the commencement of sec-
tion 1 of this Law; and

(b) an Ordinance of the States of Alderney
approved before the commencement of sec-
tion 1 of this Law; and

(c) an Alderney statutory instrument made
before the commencement of section 1 of
this Law,

whether or not that provision is in force on the
date of the commencement of section 1 of this Law.

(2) Subject to section 3 of this Law, in every
penalty provision to which this section applies for
any reference (however framed or worded) to a fine
or a maximum fine of £1,000 or less there is sub-
stituted a reference to a fine, or as the case may be
to a maximum fine, of the appropriate level on the
Alderney uniform scale.

(3) Subject to subsection (4) of this section, the
appropriate level on the Alderney uniform scale for
the purposes of subsection (2) of this section is—

(@) if the fine or the maximum fine concerned
was on the day before the commencement
of section 1 of this Law an amount specified
in the table in section 1(2) of this Law, the
level on the Alderney uniform scale which
corresponds in that table to that amount;

(b) if the fine or the maximum fine concerned
was on that day a fine of an amount less
than £1,000 which is not an amount speci-
fied in that table, the level on the Alderney
uniform scale next above the amount of
that fine.

(4) In the case of a penalty provision which pro-
vides (in whatever terms) for a maximum fine in
respect of a subsequent offence which is higher than
a maximum fine which may be imposed in respect
of a first offence, if the application of subsection (3)
of this section would make the maximum fine in
respect of a first offence equal to the maximum fine
in respect of a subsequent offence, then, notwith-
standing that subsection, the appropriate level on
the Alderney uniform scale in respect of a subse-
quent offence is the level next above that in respect
of a first offence.

(5) Notwithstanding subsections (3) and (4) of
this section, the appropriate level on the Alderney
uniform scale in the case of the maximum fine
which may be imposed under a penalty provision
mentioned in column 1 of the Schedule to this Law
(which Schedule also broadly describes, in column
2, the offence to which each such penalty provision
relates and specifies, in column 3, the amount of

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the maximum fine on the day before the commence-
ment of section 1 of this Law) is the level on the
uniform scale specified in relation to that penalty
provision in column 4 of that Schedule.

(6) Where the effect of this section is to substitute
for a reference to a fine of a specified amount, in any
Ordinance or Alderney statutory instrument, a
reference to a fine of the appropriate level on the
Alderney uniform scale, that substitution does not
in any way limit any power of the States or of a
Committee to amend or vary that Ordinance or
statutory instrument.

3. This Law does not affect so much of any penalty
provision as (in whatever words) makes a person
liable to a fine or maximum fine for each period of
a specified length during which a continuing offence
is continued.

4. (1) In this Law—

“Alderney statutory instrument” means any
order, regulations, rules or scheme made by
a Committee under a power conferred by
any Law or by any Ordinance.

“ Committee ” means any body established by the
States, by whatever name called;

“ penalty provision ” means:

(@) any provision (however framed or
worded) of a Law applicable only in
Alderney, of an Ordinance of the States
of Alderney, or of an Alderney statutory
instrument, which provides that a per-
son shall be liable on conviction of an
offence to a fine or a maximum fine of
a specified amount in pounds sterling
or by reference to a specified level on
the Alderney uniform scale; and
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(b) any provision (however framed or
worded) of any such Law or Ordinance
which confers power, by means of an
Ordinance or an Alderney statutory
instrument, to make a person liable on
conviction of an offence (whether or
not created by the Ordinance or instru-
ment) to a fine or a maximum fine of
a specified amount in pounds sterling
or by reference to a specified level on
the Alderney uniform scale;

“the States” means the States of Alderney.

(2) The Interpretation (Guernsey) Law, 1948(b)
applies to the interpretation of this Law as it applies
to the interpretation of a Guernsey enactment.

5. (1) In section 13(1) of the Government of Alder-
ney Law, 1987(c), for “ £500” there is substituted
“level 4 on the Alderney uniform scale provided
for by section 1 of the Uniform Scale of Fines
(Alderney) Law, 1989, or as from time to time varied
by an Ordinance under subsection (3) of that sec-
tion 7.

(2) In section 13(2) of the Government of Alder-
ney Law, 1987, for “ [ 1,000 ” there is substituted
“level 5 on the Alderney uniform scale provided
for by section 1 of the Uniform Scale of Fines
(Alderney) Law, 1989, or as from time to time varied
by an Ordinance under subsection (3) of that sec-
tion ”.

6. This Law may be cited as the Uniform Scale
of Fines (Alderney) Law, 1989.
