"THE LORDS OF THE COMMITTEE, in obedtien:ce 
to Y'our Maj-esty's said Order of Reference, have 
taJken the ,said Pethion, amd the Projet de Loi 
annexed thereto, !into ,considmation, and do this 
day a'gr,ee humbly to report, as their opiniOln, to 
Your ,Majesty, that it may be advisab'le for Your 
Majesty to compJ.y wiuh the pray,er of the said 
,petition and to approve of and ratify the said 
Projet de Loi." 

HER MAJESTY, haJVing taken the said Report 
into ,consideration, is pleased, by and with the advice 
OIf Her Privy Council, to approve of and rrat1fy the 
said Projet de Loi, and to order, as it is hereby 
ordered, uhat the saJme shall have the force of law 
within the Island of Alderney. 

AND HER MAJESTY doth hereby further direct 
that this Order and the sa~d Projoet de Loi (a copy 
wher·eof is hereunto annexed) be ,entered upon the 
Re~ister of 'tihe Island of Guernsey and observ'ed 
accordingly. 

AND ,uh·e Lie:utenant·Goverll'or and Commander­
iln·Ohid of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and 
Jurats, rand an other Her Majesty's Offi,oers for the 
1Jilme being lof the said Island of Guernsey, and also 
the Jurats of the said Island of Alderney, and all 
other per,sons whom it ,may 'concern, are to take 
notice andgov,ern therrns,elves a,ccordin~ly.

PROJET DE LOI 

ENTITLED 

The Tourist (Amendment) (ilderney) 
Law, 1969 

THE STATES, in pursuance 'of '1JheiT Resolutilon 
of ,the ,thirteenth day ()If September, nineteen hun­
dred and ~ixty-sev.en, hav,e :a:pprov,ed the following 
pJ:lQlvisions which, subjoect to the Sanction of Her 
Most Excellent Majesty in Council, shall have force 
of law in the Island of Alderney. 

1. :Section two of the T'ourist (A1derney) Law, 
1956(a), is hereby rtlpea'led and the following sectiom. 
is hereby substituted 'vherefor-

"2. (1) SUlbject to thepTovlsa.ons of the next 
succeeding sUibsection, a person shall not-

(a) provide sleeping a,ccommodation ,for re­
ward [or more tihan two 'persons .at any ane 
tilme; 

{h) let or sublet any flat or furnished house or 
any part 'Of any flat I{)f Ifurnished house to any 
other PEIrson rfor a period of three months or 
iless; 

save under and in Cl!ccordance IW[1Jh a per.mit {her,e­
in'after r,eferred to as an "accommodati<on penmit") 
granted iby ·the Committee in respeot of the pr·e­
mises in whicih such accOlIIlmodatrion is provided

(2) For the purpose of subsection (1) of this

(b) persons aocommod<l!ted as pupils, tea,oh'ers 
or orgaIllisers in .bona-fide educational establish­
'ments; 

or 'Persons engaged in full-time domestic duties 
and sleeping in suahestahlishmBnts; 

(c) persons accommodated lin respect of an 
occupatiOin d~rectly conc·erned witih the ,care of 
theskk, infimll, aged, or mentally affected per­
sons 'Or od: persons under 'llheir ·care as patients 
of sucih persons; 

{d:)dhiJldren under the age of 'thr·ee yerurs; 

(e) persons accommodated ~n such circum­
stances that the Committee shaH deem it 
unreasonab:le to apply the pl1ovisions of this 
Law." 

2. Tillis ILaw may Ibecited as the Tourist «Amend­
mentt) (Alderney) Law, 1969, and Ithis Law and the 
Toul'ist (Alderney) Law, 1956, may be cited together 
as the Tourist (Alderney) Laws, 1956 and 1969.
