The Tourist (Amendment) (Guernsey) Law, 1983 

 

 THE STATES,  in pursuance of their Resolution of the twenty-ninth day of 

September, nineteen hundred and eighty-two, have approved the following 

provisions which, subject to the Sanction of Her Most Excellent Majesty in Council,  

shall have force of law in the Islands of Guernsey, Herm and Jethou. 

 

Amendments to Law of 1948. 

 1.  The Tourist Law, 1948, as amended (hereinafter referred to as "the 

principal Law")
a
,  is hereby further amended as follows – 

 

(a) paragraph (a) of section one thereof is repealed and the 

following paragraph is substituted therefor – 

 

"(a) There shall be constituted a Board to be known 

as the States Tourist Board (hereinafter 

referred to as "the Board").",

(b) in the principal Law the expression "the Committee", 

wherever that expression occurs, is repealed and the 

expression "the Board" is substituted therefor.  

 

Changes of reference.  

 2.  (1) Any reference in any enactment and in any document issued 

under any enactment in force immediately prior to the date of the coming into force 

of this Law to the expression "the States Tourist Committee",  wherever that 

expression occurs, shall be construed as a reference to the States [Committee for 

Economic Development].

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  (2) In this section the expression "enactment" includes any 

order, rule or regulation made in pursuance of any enactment.  

 

  (3) Except where the context otherwise requires, any reference in 

this section to any other enactment shall be construed as including a reference to 

that enactment as amended, repealed or replaced, extended or applied by or under 

any other enactment including this Law.

Construction. 

 3.  This Law shall be construed as one with the principal Law.  

 

Citation. 

 4.  This Law may be cited as the Tourist (Amendment) (Guernsey) Law, 

1983.

The Law received Royal Sanction on 19th October,  1983 and was registered 
on the Records of the Island of Guernsey and came into force on 8th 
November, 1983. 

 
 

Collective title. 

 5.  This Law and the Tourist Laws, 1948 and 1967, may be cited 

together as the Tourist (Guernsey) Laws, 1948 to 1983.
