And most humbly praying 
that Your Majesty might be gracitorusly pleased 
to grant Your Royal Sanction to the Bill or

Jethou.'

HER MAJESTY having taken the said Report 
intooonsideration is pleased, by and with the advice 
of Her Privy Council, to approve of and ratify the 
said Projet de Loi, and to order, as it is hereby 
ordered, that Ithe same shall havle the force of law 
within Ithe Islands lof Guernsey, Herm land Jethou. 

AND HER MAJESTY doth hereby furthier direct 
that this Order, and the S'aid Projet de Loi (a copy 
whereof is hereunto annexed) be entered upon the 
Register of the Island of Guernsey and obserVied 
accordingly. 

AND rthe Lieutenant Gov!ernor and Commander­
in-Chief of the Island of Guernsey, the Bailiff and 
Jurats, and all other Her Majesty's Officers, for 
the time being, in the said Island, and all IOlther 
persons whom it may concern, are Ito take notice 
and goviCTn themselves a·ccordingly.

PROJET DE LOI 
ENTITLED 

The Tourist (Amendment, Law, 1967 
THE STATES, in pursuance of their Resolution 

of the twenty-seventh day of July, nineneen hundred 
and sixty-six, have approved the following provisions 
which, subject to the Sanction of Her Most Excel­
lent Majesty in Council, shall have force of law 
in t:he Islands of Guerns1ey, Herm and Jethou. 

1. The Tourist Law, 1948(a) (hereinafter referred 
to as "the principal Law") is hereby amended as 
follows, that is to say:-

(a) all the words and the colon in section 3 
thereof immediately preceding the proviso 
thereto are hereby repealed and the follow­
ing words and colon are hereby substituted 
there£or-
" No person shall provide sleeping accom­
modation, board, lodging or board and lodg­
ing, for reward for two or more persons at 
a time for any period, in the case of each 
such person, of three weeks or less save 
under and in accordance with a permit 
(hereinafter referred to as "a boarding per­
mit") granted by the Committee in respect 
of the premises concerned:"; 

(b) section 12 thereof is hereby amended by 
renumbering the provisions thereof as sub­
section (1) of section 12 and by the insertion 
therein of the following new subsection­
"(2) Where there :is reasonable cause to 
believe premises in respect of which a board-

ing permit has not.ooen granted are being, 
used in contravention of the provisions of 
section 3 of this Law the Committee may 
by order in wTiting, signed by the President 
or Vice-President of the Committee, author­
isean Inspector appointed as aforesaid. at all 
reasonable ·times within seven days from 
the date of the order to :enter upon and 
inspect any premis·es specified in the order 
for the purpose of ascertaining whether such 
premises ape being so used."; 

(c) section 16 thereof and the marginal note 
thereto are hereby repealed and the follow­

camping and or expedirent for regulating or 
for other .

2. (1) This Law may be cilJed as the Tourist 
(Amendment) Law, 1967, and this Law and the 
principal Law may be cited together as the Tourist 
Laws, 1948 and 1967. 

(2) This Law shall come into force on such 
date as the States may by Ordinance appoint.
