PROJET DE LOI 

The Tractors (Amendment) (No.2) (Sark) 
Law, 1983 

THE CHIEF PLEAS OF SARK, in pursuance of 
their Resolution of the fifth day of October, nineteen 
hundred and eighty-three, have approved the follow­
ing provisions which, subject to the Sanction of Her 
Most Excellent Majesty in Council, shall have force 
of law in this Island. 

1. Section ten of the Tractors (Sark) Law, 1974 
(hereinafter referred to as "the principal Law") 
(a), is hereby amended as follows: 

(a) in subsection '(2) thereof the words "ten 
pounds" are repealed and the words "one 
hundred pounds" are substituted therefor; 

(b) in subsection (3) thereof the words "five 
pounds" are repealed and words "fifty 
pounds" are substituted therefor. 

2. (1) This Law may be cited as the Tractors 
(Amendment) (No.2) (Sark) Law, 1983. 

(2) This Law and the principal Law may be 
cited together as the Tractors (Sark) Laws, 1974 and 
1983.
