"That at a meeting of the States of Alderney he ld on the 1st day of 
October 1997, the States adopted a Resolution that a Projel de Lai 
entitled "The Terrace Trust (Dissolution) (Alderney) Law, 1997" be 
approved: That at the meet ing of the States a foresa id Your Hu mble 
Petitioner was authorised 10 present to Your Majesty in Counci l a 
Petition that the said Projet de Loi be sanctioned: -nlat the said Projct 
de Loi is as set forth in the Schedule hereunto annexed: And must 
humbly praying that Your Majesty might be graciously pleased to 
gmnt Your Royal Sanction to the Projcl de Loi entitled "'The Te!T'.lce 
TlUst (Dissolution) (A lderney) Law, 1991" and order that the same 
sha ll have force of Law within the Island of Alderney.": 

"Tl1I': LORDS or THE COMM1ITf.F., in obedience to Your Majesty's 
said Order of Refere nce, have taken the said Petition and the Projel de 
Loi annexed thereto into considenllion and do this day agree humbly 
10 report. as their opinion, to Your Majesty, Ihat it may be advisal>le 
for Your Majesty to comply with the prayer of the said Petition and 
approve of and ratify the said Projet de Loi." 
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HER MAJESTY, having taken the said Repor! into consideration, 
is pleased, by and with the advice o f Her Privy Co uncil, to approve of 
and 10 ratify the said Projet de Loi, and to order, and it is hereby 
ordered, that the same shall have the force of law within the Island of 
Alderney. 

AND HER MAJESTY dOlh hereby further d ire<: l that this Order, 
and the said Projet de Loi (a copy whereof is hereun(o anne)l.ed). be 
entered upon the Register of the lsland of Guernsey and observed 
accordingly. 

AND lhe Lieutenant Governor and Commander-in-Chief of the 
Isla nd of Guernsey, the Baili ff and Jurals. and all o ther Her Majesty's 
Officers for the time being, of the said lsland of Guernsey, and also 
the Jurats of the said Island of Alderney, and all other persons whom 
it may concern, are to take notice and govern lhemsclves ac<,:ol"dingly.

The Terrace Trust (Dissolution) (Alderney) Law, 1997 

 

 THE STATES, in pursuance of their Resolution of the 2nd July, 1997, have 

approved the following provisions which, subject to the Sanction of Her Most 

Excellent Majesty in Council, shall have force of law in the Island of Alderney. 

 

Dissolution of Terrace Trust. 

 1. On the date of the commencement of this Law- 

 

   (a) the Terrace Trust shall be dissolved; 

 

   (b) the trust property shall vest in the States of Alderney; and 

 

   (c) the trustees shall be absolved from all obligations and 

liabilities in respect of the Trust or the trust property (other 

than any obligation or liability subsisting at the date of the 

commencement of this Law). 

 

Interpretation. 

 2. In this Law- 

 

   (a) "the Terrace Trust" means the trust known by that name, 

created in or about 1857 by Frederic Henri Le Mesurier, in 

a document or documents which have since been destroyed 

or lost, for the purpose of managing and maintaining, for 

the public enjoyment and use, an area of land situated in the 

Valley in the Island of Alderney, known as the Terrace and

consisting of parcel 172 in section 4 of the Alderney Land 

Register; 

 

   (b) "the trustees" means the trustees of the Terrace Trust 

appointed by indenture of the 21st July, 1950, that is to say, 

the Vicar of Saint Anne's in the Island of Alderney, the 

Chairman of the Court of Alderney and the Clerk of the 

Court of Alderney, in each case ex officio; 

 

   (c) "the trust property" means- 

 

(i) the area of land described in paragraph (a); and 

 

    (ii) all money (whether capital or income) held by the 

trustees on the trusts imposed by the Terrace Trust; 

and 

 

    (iii) all other property so held. 

 

Citation. 

 3. This Law may be cited as the Terrace Trust (Dissolution) (Alderney) 

Law, 1997.
